THAT Peace River Regional District Board declare that the oil & gas industry materials, equipment and vehicles being
stored on legal description of Part NW¥4 Section 12, Township 26, PRD, is in contravention of the A-2 zone of Peace
River Regional District Zoning Bylaw No. 1343, 2001;

THAT the Regional Board grants the landowner 30 days to bring the use of Part NWY4 Section 12, Township 26, PRD
, into compliance with PRRD Zoning Bylaw No. 1343, 2001;

THAT the Regional Board, upon expiry of the 30 day time limit for compliance, instructs its solicitors to commence
proceedings in British Columbia Supreme Court to seek the enforcement of Peace River Regional District Zoning
Bylaw 1343, 2001, related to Part NWY4 Section 12, Township 26, PRD if the subject property is still in contravention
of the zoning regulations; and

THAT the costs of this action at Part NWY4 Section 12, Township 26, PRD be levied to the registered property owner
and should these costs not be paid, they be applied to the property taxes accordingly.

March 4, 2009 A written complaint was submitted to the Regional District regarding the use of agricultural
land for oil field equipment storage.

March 17, 2009 f  Asite inspection by Jodi MacLean confirmed the validity of the complaint.

March 18, 2009 A letter was mailed to Darryle King notifying him that the current use of the property was
not permitted by either the zoning regulations or ALC Act, providing him with copies of the
permitted uses, and requesting voluntary compliance.

April 13, 2009 A second written complaint was submitted to the Peace River Regional District

May 12, 2009 A second site visit was conducted by Jodi MacLean to confirm the continued non-
compliance

September 24, A letter was mailed to Darryle King notifying him that a report regarding the use of the

2009 property would be brought the Regional Board at a future date.

COMMENTS

ZONING The subject property is being used to store oil and gas equipment, including pipe, oil rig components,

INFRACTION: trailers, trucks, and tanks. This is not permitted in the A-2 (Large Agricultural Holdings) zone. To
bring the use into compliance with zoning regulations the equipment must be moved off, and kept off,
the property.

ALCAcCT The storage of oil and gas equipment is not permitted within the Agricultural Land Reserve.
