Prior to giving the Board an update, Mrs. Glenda Farnden,
Rescue Society Major Gifts Manager, took a minute to present the Regional District with a picture
depicting a STARS rescue mission in appreciation of all the support, donations and
Picture encouragement the Board has shown STARS over the past few years.

Mrs. Farnden went on to state that the $2/per capita donation recently presented to
Handout - information STARS was very much appreciated and demonstrated that there were no borders
and update when it comes to medical emergencies. She also apologized for Mr. Andy Steward,
General Manager and explained that he was unable to be present at the meeting.
Mrs. Farnden then introduced Mr. Mark VanWerkhoven who is a paramedic and has
been involved in several critical emergency rescue missions.

Over the last three years, STARS has received a total of 977 calls, dispatched 668
missions and transported 534 patients. In the Regional District the total calls received
were 46; 28 of those resulted in a dispatch; 25 patients were transported and 4 Alberta
patients were delivered to BC hospitals.

Mr. VanWerkhoven explained that he has been fortunate to have been on outreach and
Live LZ Training with the BC Chain of Survival. These events demonstrated how to
manage landings on highways or open areas, included some scenarios and developed
strong communications with Search and Rescue groups. The training included going
through a mock-up rescue to show where and how it would be appropriate to have a
helicopter land safely and the precautions needed to ensure that everyone remains
safe. He explained that he has worked with Search and Rescue groups in Fort St.
John, Dawson Creek and Chetwynd. STARS is also developing communications with
medical professionals in Prince George, McBride and Valemont.

Mrs. Farnden explained that they are reimbursed for about thirty percent of the costs for
most missions flown in BC, either through the Provincial Emergency Program (PEP) or
the province, depending whether the dispatch was in coordination with PEP or BC
Ambulance Service. She also advised that the lines of communication with Northern
Health and BC Ambulance Service have improved lately and that Northern Health has
begun to collaborate with STARS to work in the area.

	Provide a detailed description of the project: Moberly Lake Golf Course is open from May to September. The golf course is situated at 2040 Highway 29 north, 27 kilometers from Chetwynd and 38 kilometres from Hudson’s Hope and is operated by a Board of Directors. The course has 9 holes and is a par 37.  The Club has a licensed clubhouse which serves as a base for golf activities and a community hall.  

The Society was founded in 1976 and is leased from the province for a nominal fee.  Thousands of hours of donated labour and material have been infused into the present structure of the Golf Course and  the common vision of having a “community golf course and meeting place etched out of the wilderness” has been a bonding feature,    

The Golf Course Society will be in contact with all partner groups in and near the Golf Course to address key concerns in the community and to form a cohesive community network for the expanded use of the course.  These key concerns are:

(a) Improving the Club House, the fairways and the greens at the site and addressing vandalism, drought and path restoration;

(b) Develop and facilitate a coordinated and cohesive “marketing campaign” for the Society in coordination with each partner group identified in the community.

(c) Address the absence of cell telephone service in and near Moberly Lake.

(d) Hire unemployment persons from ages 18 to 30 in and near the Moberly Lake.

The goal in 2010 is to build a program which is sustainable from improved activities and improved conditions.

	Project Rationale: The grant from the Northern Development Initiative Trust will permit the hiring of three people  which would not be possible at this time.  The grant permits a coordinated and cohesive approach to the 2010 season and subsequent golf programs. 

A facilitator/activities coordinator will act under the direction of the Society to expand the use of the facility from March 2010 and throughout the season, while a Supervisor/Grounds Person will supervise the tasks required to improve the fairways and the greens.

Donated time of machine rentals, media contacts, time and supplies will be coordinated to maximize the efforts to improve the golf course.  Drought conditions and vandalism issues will be addressed with two full time employee acting for and with  the Society.  Dependence on volunteer assistance will be reduced to that of a governance and supervisory role.

The Grant will improve membership, expand the number of activities and improve the fairways, greens and club house and increase the revenues of the Society.    

The rationale is simple:  Membership and tournament play will increase as the course improves and the activities are publicized in the community.  Meeting and inviting participation from the community prior to the opening of the golf course will result in more persons becoming involved in the programs of the course.

	Explain how funds will be generated to operate the facility for five 5 years: The income at the ML Golf Course is generated from memberships, green fees, cart rentals, sign rentals,  tournaments and donations of time, products and supplies. 

The Golf Course has been sustainable since its opening in 1976 but funds have not permitted the hiring of a facilitator/activities director or fund a full time supervisor.  Temporary labourers were employed and often supervision was done by a volunteer member. 

The Northern Initiatives Grant will augment existing funds to hire a facilitator/activity director and a supervisor.  The goal is to increase overall revenues so that the Society will be able to generate annual funds to have these positions in place for the next five (5) subsequent years.  The Moberly Lake Golf Club Society will build on the successes of 2010 and will be in a position to improve each and every subsequent year.  The goal is to be able to hire these additional persons in each year after 2010.
 
	Describe how the project will support population growth or help sustain population in the community or region: The ML Golf Course Society wishes to have the facilitator attend trade shows in Fort St. John, Dawson Creek and Chetwynd in 2010.  This will increase tourist traffic in the area and will augment recreational attractions in both ML, Chetwynd and Hudson's Hope.

Further, the facilitator will meet with First Nations' groups and church groups to offer them the use of the facilities during their major festival events and camping activities. Inclusion of present groups and expanding the reach to other groups may increase the population growth over a period of time by offering an attractive alternative form of recreation based on family use and for first time and amateur golfers.  Existing residents may wish to stay in the area as they age due to the services of the ML Golf Course.


	Describe how the project will contribute to environmental sustainability: The ML Golf Course maintains the fairways, the greens and all of fringe areas bordering the golf course safe from interface fires, toxic weeds and does not use chemicals. This policy prevents fires, subsequent erosion after a grass or bush fire and prevents the proliferation of toxic weeds in the immediate area.   In fact, natural flora and fauna flourishes beside the golfing areas and wild life including bears, moose and deer use the area routinely.  This adds to the beauty of the area.

Garbage and any debris is cleared at all times and the natural beauty of the area is augmented by the fact that there is a recreational facility, which can be and is appreciated by the region.  This beauty is one of the key points in advertising the area beyond our boundaries.
	Describe and quantify any increase to property values that would directly result from the project: The ML Golf Course is built on  a gray-brown thin podzol soil which naturally grows boreal forests.   The building of the golf course on this soil is remarkable since the soil and the grasses had to be nurtured to serve as fairways and greens.  What makes the golf course even more remarkable is that fact that the course has been built in large part by dedicated volunteers.  The Golf Course increases the recreational services of the area and serves as a resource to residents of the entire region.  The Golf Course makes the area more desirable for residents to stay and to retire in the area.  In comparison to urban areas, the fees are lower and the queue time to play is shorter.  If the golf course was not available, some residents would leave.
