time, and cancelled prior to the meeting date.

Council is very concerned about the future of the two facilities. We have met with Minister
Abbott at the UBCM meetings in September and expressed our concerns. Unfortunately, 2
months later, there have been no other discussions, and we are no further ahead.

it is Council's collective opinion that the more we delay in resolving what the future will be for
the two facilities, the longer it will take us to get them viable again. Our biggest concemn is
that we will have 2 large buildings boarded up and sitting idle in the community for years fo

come.

We want Northern Health to determine a direction for the facitities. We are anxious to
participate and do what we can to facilitate the transfer, or whatever else in our power to

assist in this project.

Please advise us of your position on this issue as soon as possible. Thank you.

Mr. Hadland and his wife handpick Scentless Chamomile in the
Baldonnel area. They feel their role is vital in keeping roadsides clean
and that more emphasis needs to be placed on the control of this
plant. This weed spreads in ditches via water and contaminates

grass seed production in the region. The plant has been found on the
banks of the Peace River.

Some suggestions include issuing “Stop Work” orders to industrial
contractors. Cantractors need to be encouraged to keep their yards
and equipment clean. The City of Fort St. John, Taylor, and Hudson'’s
Hope receive Fair Share funds - this funding should be used to clean
up weeds.

Mr. Drinkwater inquired if Mr. Hadland would have time to review the
Plan and Profile and provide the Committee with ideas/suggestions.

It was noted that a Certificate of Analysis can be obtained for seed
used for reclamation work. Users need to check both the primary and
secondary noxious list on seed bags.

Discussion ensued regarding invasive plants growing in gravel pits.
The gravel is hauled out for use on roadsides - pit owners need to be
aware - send notices to close off the area where Scentless

Chamomile is located. It was suggested that it would be easier to
identify contaminated pits and work with the owners, develop a plan for
weed control. It was noted that there is no tracking procedure for
ownership of gravel pits. The Ministry of Transportation has an
inventory of active pits but not inactive pits - lots of dormant ones in
the area. A history should be kept on these sites. The Integrated Land
Management Branch (ILMB) maintains a list of permit holders for
gravel extraction, however this does not address the older pits being
accessed by the small contractor where there is no paperwork. Seed
viability - once the soil is disturbed the weeds grow. It was suggested
that a letter be forwarded to the Ministry of Transportation requesting a
list active gravel pits used for graveling programs, with UTM co-
ordinates to plot the sites. Once the site has been identified a
treatment plan could be developed. Approach other user groups, i.e.
CAPP, Forestry, Sukunka Road Users - share information. Forward a
letter to ILMB requesting a list of active pits to identify gravel pits and
formulate treatment plans.

The workshop was well attended with representatives from agriculture,
municipalities, industry and agricultural plastic recyclers. Speakers included
Environment and Plastics Industry Council, Simply Plastic Solutions, Genesis

As well Ms. Janice Johnson, Air Quality Program Co-
ordinator, Regional District of Okanagan Similkameen gave a presentation on a
pilot project that the Regional District undertook to keep agricultural plastics out of
landfills and/or from being burned.

The BC Agriculture Council will be meeting to review recommendations
discussed at the workshop. They were asked to strongly consider the concept of
a stewardship program for agricultural plastic products such as bale wrap
{mesh), silage wrap and twine. There are manufactures producing recycled
items out of these products.

It was noted that the Regional District has been investigating other sites for a new
landfill as the Fort St. John landfill is reaching its “fill" capacity. Rose Prairie has
been identified as one possibility. The Ministry of Environment has requested that
the replacement of the Fort St. John landfill be noted in the Plan - this will alleviate
the need to amend the Plan at a later date.

Mr. Anderson noted that alternatives are being explored, i.e. waste from Fort St.
John could be trucked to Bessborough, which would reduce the landfill lifespan
from 50 years to 25 years. Or the waste could be hauled to the CCS site, 80 km.
- economically Rose Prairie would be cheaper. Regardless of where the Fort St.
John wastes are transported, a transfer station would have to be constructed in
Fort St. John. The level of transfer station service is yet to be decided. A transfer
station similar to Dawson Creek could be developed in Fort St. John. This
transfer station would accept residential waste only and commercial/industrial
waste haulers would be asked to transport their waste directly to the Rose Prairie
landfill. Or a "complete” transfer station could be developed at the Fort St. John
landfill as the infrastructure is already in place, i.e. the scales - one that would
accept everything. Need to investigate if commercial haulers would be wiiling to
travel the extra distance. No decisions have been made yet, public consultation
still needs to take place.

The Public and Technical Advisory Committees felt that the large ticket items
listed in Section 8 Options for Future Phases shouid not be included in the Plan.
The Plan would have a generic statement that the Regional District will
investigate future options, if viable. It would be recognized that new concepts
and/or technology could be developed in the future. Technology advances so

Thank you again for taking the time to meet with us in late September 2007, with regards
to a variety of energy issues as well as the Official Community Plan (OCP) for the
Charlie Lake Fringe Area. We felt that the meeting was both valuable and insightful
from our vantage point.

As a follow up to the meeting, we wanted to provide you and members of CAPP with a
map of the OCP including areas planned for Rural Residential development.
Furthermore, portions of these designated lands are being sought for exclusion from the
Agricultural Land Reserve (ALR) and will be subject to additional oil & gas surface
facility restrictions. The Peace River Regional District (PRRD) already plans on putting
the OCP proposals into place by 2008.

In addressing our intentions now, much of the uncertainty or concerns faced by industry
will hopefully be alleviated. This will create the appropriate direction or ‘road map’
needed for energy companies to assess their options now, (with map in hand) prior to
investing in a particular tenure or disposition within the OCP designated lands. A variety
of surface restrictions within the zone of interest will indeed apply once the Plan is in
place.

MEMPR acknowledges that local government (PRRD) does have the right to regulate oil
and gas surface activities pending the completion of the Official Community Plan. Titles
Division (MEMPR) is also on record indicating the OCP will play a determinate role in
the status of the lands within its boundaries. With respect to the future of oil or gas
tenures or dispositions, Titles Division makes it clear that it will be awaiting the outcome
of discussions between the OCP committee and MEMPR.

Titles
Division (MEMPR) is also on record indicating the OCP will play a determinate role in
the status of the lands within its boundaries. With respect to the future of oil or gas
tenures or dispositions, Titles Division makes it clear that it will be awaiting the outcome
of discussions between the OCP committee and MEMPR. The map provided, indicates
the *deferred’ disposition status presently in place within the OCP boundary with the
intention for a continuance. The area on the map is referred to as the “North Peace
Resource Review Area” by MEMPR. The OCP will also be acknowledging that all non-
farm use applications (including oil and gas) will in future be directed and vetted to local
government. The implications of these changes clearly needs to be recognized and
addressed by industry prior to the implementation of the North Peace Fringe OCP.

The Official Community Plan has identified that oil and gas development does not mix
with Rural Residential designated lands. As a result of this one specific point, the map
was created to bring attention to and alleviate inevitable conflicts by communicating the
intentions of the North Peace OCP to SEPAC and its affiliates.

The map is now available for your convenience and for immediate circulation. I would
like 1o offer you and your members the opportunity to ask questions or address related
issues as the new Official Community Plan unfolds. Ilook forward to collaborating with
you and SEPAC in whatever capacity necessary to help facilitate any required transitions
for your members.

Background

PITCH-IN CANADA Week is a partnership with the BC Minister of the Environment, locai
governments, sponsors and more than 112,230 volunteers throughout BC. Developed in BC in 1967,
the program has spread across Canada, becoming the largest community-based volunteer
environmental and beautification program in the country.

2007 sponsors of the campaign in British Columbia were 15 local Chapters of TD's Friends of the
Environment Foundation, The Government of British Columbia, BC Hydro, EI-En Packaging Co.,
FedEx, and numerous municipalities who are both members of PITCH-IN BC and/or contributed tens
of thousands of doliars in support of local activities.

The Provincial Program

7.500 free EcoActionPaks were sent out in January, 2007, in cooperation with the Ministry of
Education, to every school in British Columbia, local governments, and thousands of community-
based organizations.

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PARKING LOT SLIP & FALLS

Every winter we receive a signifi-
cant number of claims and incident
reports from claimants who have
slipped and fallen on snow and ice
covered municipal parking lots.

Most of these claims arise in the
parking lots and walkways leading
to and from recreation centres,
arenas, and municipal halls,

Our experience has shown that
facility staff do not always inspect
parking lots and walkways, espe-
cially in the evening. Snow & ice
removal is frequently assumed to
be someone else’s responsibility.
In addition, record keeping in many
facilities is deficient.

Most of these accidents and inci-
dents are not reported for several
days. Consequently, a lack of docu-
mentation can make it extremely
difficult to defend local govern-
ments.

As the owner of property, local

governments have a duty to ensure
that their premises are kept in a rea-
sonably safe condition. A combined
effort between facility staff and snow
removal staff, or contractors, is im-
portant to ensure that the public is
kept safe from this risk. Failure to
reasonably maintain your facilities
can result in an injury as well as a
significant claim.

From arisk management perspective

we suggest the following:

o Facility parking lot inspections
should be included in the facility
staff responsibilities.

¢ Daily maintenance records should
be maintained.

¢ Weather conditions, including
outside temperatures, should be
recorded throughout the day. This
is critical, simply because local
conditions may be different from
official repotts.

¢ The time of day must be recorded
when snow removal vehicles clear
facility parking lots.

¢  Warning signs should be posted
whenever parking lot conditions
may expose the public to a slip

and fall, especially when warm
sunshine has melted snow that
freezes during the evening.

To assist MIA Subscribers in record
keeping and signage, MIA has devel-
oped a sample record document and
a printable sign that can be printed
on yellow paper and posted on exit
doors.
