Thank you for your letter of December 3, 2008 regarding the status of nursing vacancies for
the Peace River Regional Hospital District.

Although nursing spaces were increased in 2006/2007, the training and education is four
years in length and we have not experienced an increase in the availability of new graduates.
We continue to provide educational spaces for nursing students at the acute hospitals and
Home & Community Care.

We are receiving the nursing students from UNBC, Northern Lights College and we
willingly accommodate as many students as we can to ensure they have experience in the
Northease.

During fiscal 2007/2008, the Provincial government provided special money to support
students. Northern Health received a portion of these special purpose funds to support
specialized internships (Orientation and consolidation of skill development).

In the Northeast, we had two students working in the Emergencies and Operation Rooms for
ten weeks; five students working in Medical/Surgical units for eight weeks; and one nurse
learning and acquiring specialized training in Obstetrical care.

RECOMMENDATION

THAT the Peace River Regional Hospital Board approve the annual Major Equipment
(>$100,000) Grant be included in the $1.5 million Annual Equipment and Projects with
no maximum amount allocated.

BACKGROUND

In 2008 the Board directed that due to the costs of the new Fort St. John Hospital, the
annual allocation for Equipment and Projects be set at a maximum of $1.5 million.

Within that $1.5 million there is $566,000 for the Minor Equipment (< $100,000) Grant.
In March 2008 the Board set $400,000 of the $1.5 million as the amount allocated for
the Major Equipment (>$100,000) Grant. At that time it was still unsure if the Federal
equipment grant program would be reinstated - unfortunately it was not.

Due to the changing needs of the various facilities in the region, the annuai capital plan
fluctuates between projects and major equipment, with some years the focus being on
equipment and some years on major projects. This requires flexibility in allocating funds
to projects and equipment as required.

This would not change the annual $1.5 million amount for equipment and projects.

BACKGROUND

There are times when the final cost of a project or equipment purchase is under-budget
and the funds would have already been collected and allocated to it.

Due to the high cost of operating hospitals and health care facilities, Northern Health's
annual funding requirements will probably exceed the annual $1.5 million.

Therefore, if a project or equipment comes in under-budget could these remaining funds
be added to the following year's annual $1.5 million allocation, if required?

If the final costs do come in under-budget,
these funds could be added to the $1.5 million to help fund more of Northern Health's
capital plan.
