BC Speech from the Throne 2009

The provincial Speech from the Throne was delivered on February I6th, 2009, and
contained the following points of interest to local governments.

Taxation Measures

The speech highlighted previous tax relief measures
which gave light and heavy industry a 50% rebate
on school property taxes.

The Province announced its intention to work with
the Union of British Columbia Municipalities to
develop new legislation over the Summer that will
protect provincial tax reductions. This initiative is
designed to ensure that tax reductions at one level
of government are not negated by tax increases at
another.

TILMA
The Province will introduce legislation in the Spring
to advance the labour mobility provisions of the
Trade, Investment and Labour Mobility Agreement
(TILMA).

Climate Change

The speech acknowledged working through the
Western Climate Initiative and the Climate Registry
to shape North America’s response to climate
change.

First Nations

The Province is working with First Nations to
develop a Recognition and Reconciliation Act that will
develop a new statutory framework to further the
implementation of the New Relationship.

Infrastructure & Environmental
Assessments

The Province identified the need to pursue reciprocal
arrangements and equivalency agreements to
allow one thorough, comprehensive and scientific
environment assessment for one project.

PURPOSE

This report is being provided for information on 911 Primary Answer Service Ppint
(PASP) Call Count statistics for the year 2008. This report is time sensitive as these
numbers are required for budget purposes.

UPDATE

Attached is the 911 Call Counts for 2008 and a year by year summary 911 service.

o 2008 - 911 call volumes showed a 24% decrease in call volume over 2007 for a total
of 19389 (Telus 911 figures).

¢ Fire Calls in 2008 were increased in comparison to 2007 which represents
approximately 30% in call volume (Telus 911 figures).

» Phased narrow banding of communication frequencies for the fire dispatch as
required by Transport Canada has been completed in Chetwynd and Hudson’s
Hope. Arras, Pouce and Tomslake narrow banding is scheduled for 2009. Other
frequencies will be changed over as Fire Departments have the necessary
equipment and funds to change their pagers and talk around channels. (PRRD 911
is responsible to get the page out to fire departments, how they notify their fire
fighters is each department's responsibility.)

» Fire Departments reviewed the statistics at our Chief's meeting on February 16",
2009.

RECOMMENDATION

THAT the Board send a letter of ‘No Objection’ with regard to the proposed
boundary extension to include Lot 1, Plan BCP38245, Sec. 2, Twp. 78, Rge. 15,
W. 6" and Lot 1, 2 & 3, Plan BCP29295, Sec. 2, Twp. 78, Rge. 15, W. 6" into
the City of Dawson Creek.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Dawson Creek has made a written request for comment from the
PRRD. The PRRD is limited in its comments to financial impact on service or
taxation of the rural service area. The proposed boundary extension will affect
specific Area ‘D’ service taxation and district wide rural services only.

The lands are a mix of Class 1, Class 6 and Class 9 assessments. Using 2009
assessments and 2009 budget estimates the total estimated loss of tax revenue
to PRRD Electoral Area revenues would be approximately $3,100.

Please be advised that the City of Dawson Creek Council intends to make a request to the Minister of
Community Development to extend its boundaries to include the following properties as a result of an
application received from Don and Dale Pedersen and Paul Kurjata:

- Lot 1, Plan BCP38245, Section 2, Township 78, Range 15, W6M, Peace River District (Don and
Dale Pedersen) o

- Lots 1, 2 and 3, Plan BCP29295, Section 2, Township 78, Range 15, W6M, Peace River District
(Paul Kurjata - Willowview Properties and Kechika Developments)

Both owners have applied to the City for inclusion in order to access services for development of their
property. The lands are adjacent to each other, located on the south-east side of the City, south of
Highway 2 across from the South Peace Community Multiplex. Mr. Kurjata’s property is currently zoned
M-1 (Service Industrial Zone) and is not in the ALR. Don and Dale Petersen’s property has been
identified as a future growth area for the City in the South Peace Comprehensive Development Plan and
has received conditional exclusion from the ALR.

Under the Municipal Boundary Extension Process of the Ministry of Community Development, one of the
initial steps is to consult with the Regional District. The City therefore requests the Regional District to

review this boundary extension proposal and provide comments, particularly in refation to regional
district services that may be affected by this proposal. A reply is requested on or before March 6, 2009.

Re: Imperial and Harper Sewer Grant Application

Recommendation

a) that the Regional Board approve $15,000 from the Feasibility Study Fund, to
complete a Building Canada Fund Application, to provide a community sewer
system for the residents of the Imperial and Harper Subdivisions, and

b) that the Regional Board approve the submission of a Building Canada Fund
Application to construct a community sewer system for the residents of the
Imperial and Harper Subdivisions.

Rationale:

Recently the Federal and Provincial governments announced that monies are available,
under the newly announced Building Canada Grant Program, for municipal
infrastructure projects. Much like the BC Infrastructure fund, this would see the Federal
and Provincial governments funding up to 66% of approved projects with the local
government providing the remaining 33%.

A feasibility study was completed in March 2006 to investigate options and costs in
providing a community sewer collection system for approximately 57 properties in the
Imperial and Harper subdivisions. This study was recently updated to reflect present
day costs, therefore allowing staff to submit the “shelf ready” document in time for the
March 14, 2009 deadline for submissions to the Building Canada Fund.
