Request For a Contract to Participate in Part 26 Services

Following the invitation of the Board to participate in Part 26 services, the District of Taylor has
requested the opportunity to participate over the full PRRD area through a contract with the same
terms as they previously had.

Attached for consideration of the Board is e-mail correspondence from the District of Taylor,
and a draft contract. The contract is for a three (3) year term covering 100% of the PRRD area,
with an initial cost based on $2.48/capita and 2008 population of 1,484, for a 2008 total of
$3,680.00. The cost would be adjusted annually based on changes to Taylor’s population and the
consumer price index. By comparison the full requisition cost to opt-in and participate without a
contract over 100% of the PRRD area would be $9,089.00.

Section 804.1(2) provides that:

“The board and a municipality may enter into an agreement that the municipality is to share in
some but not all of the costs of services under Part 26, to the extent set out in the agreement and
in accordance with the terms and conditions for the municipality's participation established by
the agreement.”

Taylor is making a request to participate in Part 26 services pursuant to the cost and terms of the
contract attached.

OPTIONS
1. THAT the Board accept the contract as requested by the District of Taylor and authorize the
CAO and the Chair to enter into the agreement.

2. THAT the Board reply to the District of Taylor that the reduced rate is not acceptable for
participation over the full area of the PRRD.

3. THAT the Board inform the District of Taylor that participation over the full area of the
PRRD is only available if the District were to opt-in at full requisition cost without the need
for a contract;

AND THAT the following contact options are available:

North Peace Area: 75% of requisition = $6,817.00

Taylor Rural Fire Protection Area: 50% of requisition = $4,544.00
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Cost sharing for Part 26 services

804.1 (1) The costs of services under Part 26 {Planning and Land Use Management] must be apportioned on the

basis of the converted value of land and improvements in the service area as follows:

(a) if no municipality has entered into an agreement under subsection (2) or opted out under subsection (3),

among all the municipalities and electoral areas, with the service area deemed to be the entire regional district;

(b) subject to paragraphs (c) and (d), if one or more municipalities have opted out under subsection (3) and are
no longer participants, among the electoral areas and any municipalities that have not opted out, with the

service area deemed to be those areas;

{¢) if one or more municipalities have entered into an agreement under subsection (2) to share only some of the
costs, those costs are to be recovered in accordance with the agreements and the remaining costs are to be

apportioned among the other participants;

(d) if a municipality is liable for costs under subsection (6) or (7), those costs are to be recovered from the

municipality and the remaining costs are to be apportioned among the other participants.

(2) The board and a municipality may enter into an agreement that the municipality is to share in some but not all
of the costs of services under Part 26, to the extent set out in the agreement and in accordance with the terms and

conditions for the municipality's participation established by the agreement.

(3) Subject to subsection (4), a municipality may opt out of participation in services under Part 26 by giving
notice to the board, before August 31 in any year, that until further notice it will no longer share the costs of

services under Part 26.

(4) A municipality that is a party to an agreement under subsection (2) may give notice under subsection (3) only

in the last year of the term of the agreement.

(5) After notice is given under subsection (3), the municipality ceases to be a participant in the services, effective

at the start of the following year.

(6) As an exception to subsection (5), if a municipality that is not a party to an agreement under subsection (2)
gives notice under subsection (3) after a board has passed a resolution authorizing the preparation of an official
community plan or bylaw under Part 26, the municipality continues as a participant and must share the costs in

that preparation until the earlier of the following:
(a) the date the plan or bylaw is adopted;

(b) 2 years after the date the resolution is passed.

(7) Subsection (6) also applies to a municipality that is a party to an agreement under subsection (2) if the official
community plan or bylaw is in relation to the Part 26 services for which the municipality shares costs under the

agreement.

It is about an 11 km (7 miles) west to the Alaska
Highway or 35 km (22 miles) drive south to Fort St. John. The area is dominated by quarter-section parcels that are
mostly cleared and used for agricultural operations within the Agricultural Land Reserve. There are several smaller
lots in the community center about 5 km (3 miles) to the east.

SITE FEATURES

e There is a homesite in the northeast corner of the quarter. The homesite consists of a 1100 ft* house, an 800 ft
shop, a 600 fi? barn, and a 1200 fi? mobile home for a hired hand.

256 Road runs along the subject property’s northern boundary and the 277 Road runs along the eastern border.
The subject property is cleared except for a tree stand near the middle where the applicant’s say it is swampy.
Telephone, hydro, and natural gas are available to the property.

The subject property is outside all rural fire protection areas.

The subject property has the CLI Soil Classification of Class 4% -5% soils. Class 4 soils have severe limitations
that restrict the range of crops or require special conservation practices. Class 5 soils have very severe
limitations that restrict their capability in producing perennial forage crops, and improvement practices are
feasible. These are mixed in a 6:4 proportion with limitations due to an adverse climate (C) and the cumulative
effect of two or more adverse characteristics (X).

There have been no other ALR-related applications in the surrounding area.

OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS
1. The intent of this proposal is to subdivide a parcel from the quarter to provide residence for the landowner’s
son,

2. As this land is within the Agricultural Land Reserve, it is subject to the provisions of the Agricultural Land
Commission Act. Therefore, this application is required.

3. The 1993 ALC subdivision application, as noted above, was intended to create two parcels for the two
registered landowners. It was refused by the ALC, stating that approval “could trigger applications from other
landowners in the area for similar parcelization and this would negatively affect the wider agricultural
community who depend on large land holdings for the type of agriculture practiced in the area.”

4. The subject property is designated “Rural Resource - Agricultural” within North Peace Official Community
Plan Bylaw No. 820, 1993. Policy 3(a) of this designation allows for “the creation of a parcel...to meet the
residential requirements of the owner, owner’s relatives, or farm help, where the broader interests of agriculture
are not compromised.” As this subdivision is intended for the landowner’s son, it is consistent with this

designation.

5. The subject property is located within the Charliec Lake Fringe Protection Area. The objective of the fringe
protection area is to ensure that agriculture remains the predominant low density use.

6. The subject property is zoned A-2 (Large Agricultural Holdings) within Peace River Regional District Zoning
Bylaw No. 1000, 1996. The minimum parcel size in this zone is 63 ha (155 acres). However, because the
proposal meets the criteria of section 946 of the Local Government Act, as a subdivision to provide residence for
a relative, the proposal does not require a zoning amendment.

IMPACT ANALYSIS

A parcel line through an open field may impact the agricultural potential of the subject property.

There is no similar development in the area within the Agricultural Land Reserve.

The creation of the new lot could increase the population of the area by ~3 people and the vehicle count by ~2
vehicles (figures derived from Stats Can 2006, BC Stats, 1996).

OPTIONS

1. That the Regional Board support and authorize the application to proceed to the Agricultural Land Commission
on the basis that it is consistent with the Official Community Plan and meets the conditions of section 946 of the
Local Government Act, as a subdivision to provide residence for a relative.

2. That the Regional Board refuse the subdivision application to proceed to the Agricultural Land Commission

To support administration services, each Regional District is asked to pay an annual fee of up to
$1,000. Upon receipt of approvat from all Regional Districts a Request for Proposals will be
issued to procure administration services from a consultant or another agency. The
administrative person would organize meetings, record minutes, do research, prepare
correspondence, and assist in any other capacity to further the work of the Council.

Currently the two Co-Chairs are managing the affairs of the Council, which adds to an already
very extensive work load. The Solid Waste 2008 Financial Plan can support this fee.

The British Columbia Product Stewardship Council (BCPSC) is a coalition of 26 regional
districts and provincial agencies and associations associated with solid waste management

and waste reduction.

PURPOSE

a) To shift BC’s product waste management system from one focused on government funded
and ratepayer financed waste diversion to one that relies on producer responsibility in
order to reduce public costs and drive improvements in product design that promote

environmental sustainability

b) To provide a forum for the exchange of information regarding existing and proposed
Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) Programs in British Columbia

c) To provide information to the Ministry of Environment regarding the effectiveness of
operations of existing EPR programs within Regional Districts

d) To assist with developing a time line for the implementation of EPR programs for ail

product waste
e) To liaise with product stewardship councils within British Columbia and in other

jurisdictions

OBJECTIVES

a) To be granted formal consuitative status by the Province of British Columbia in the review

and approval of stewardship plans
b) To ensure all British Columbia Local Governments are represented and have a voice on

the Council.
c) To liaise with other waste reduction and recycling agencies and societies to present a

cooperative voice to regutators.
d) To develop practical local and educational tools such as template by-laws, newsletters,

LEVEL OF AUTHORITY

All correspondence and media releases containing opinions, statements, and decisions
concerning the business of individual member's jurisdictions sent from the Council, require
endorsement in writing from the entire supporting member's Board of Directors or a
Commiittee delegated by a Board of Directors before it is sent or released to the public or an

agency.

MEETINGS OF THE COUNCIL

1. Regular Meetings

a. Regular meetings of the BCPSC will be once every four months via conference cail or
as required.

b. Special meetings may be convened as issues emerge at the discretion of the co-
chairs.

¢. Meetings and regular Council business will be administered by co-chairs on a
rotational basis (participant from a different Regional District each year).

d. One co-chair will be elected by the members annually for a two year term to ensure

overlap of experience.
e. Roberts Rules of order will be foliowed as close as practical and possible.

2. Minutes

Records of meetings (e.g. minutes) will be kept on a volunteer basis. The velunteer will be
chosen at each meeting. Standard minute formats will be maintained as much as possible.

COUNCIL DECISION MAKING

Ideally, decisions of the Council will be made by consensus. If necessary, a vote will be taken
with 2/3 majority to pass. A quorum will be defined as 50% membership in attendance.
Minority reports or information reflecting a different perspective may also be submitted if any

member wishes to do so.
COUNCIL PROTOCOL

a) All Council members are equal and have equal opportunity to contribute at meetings and
responsibility to respect the opinions of others. Council members are encouraged to
actively participate in the discussions and use their experience, education, and insight to
speak freely about any issues or opportunities to be considered.

b) Members are encouraged to work collaboratively and be committed to reaching
consensus where possible, by using an interest based approach rather than a position
based approach. Consensus will be formally recorded in the Minutes of Record of the
meeting. In certain circumstances, issues raised during the course of a meeting may
require a formal motion and vote. Any members unable to agree with the consensus
decision may have their objections noted in the Minutes of Record.

c) Council members may choose to express their personal views about the process to others
outside the Council but may not speak on behalf of or in any way create the impression
that they are speaking for the Council as a whole. In order to ensure open and honest
dialogue, Council members should not discuss comments or opinions expressed by other
Council members without their knowledge and consent.

Counci! should seek ocut methods to relieve members of the financial and time burden of
administering the work of the BCPSC if and when possible.

2. Staff Support

If needed, the BCPSC will seek administrative support either from another non-profit
organization that has capacity or from a contractor/consultant that is hired by the BCPSC. The

administrator would provide:

a) facilitation of conference calls
b) facilitation of face to face meetings at conferences or at the contractors’ offices

c) preparation of meeting minutes and agendas
d) preparation of policy papers, policies, letters, advocacy and lobbying literature, etc., all

in consultation with the Council.

The administrative position would be funded through a funding scheme pre-approved by each
Council member's Board of Directors or other specified authority. For example, each member
would pay the administrator $1,000 annually by a specified date. The Council should aiso
seek grant money for administrative work.

3. Budget

An account should be established and funded through a formula that is fair to all members to
cover the expenses of the Council, including but not limited to conference attendance where
members are asked to speak about the Council, conference calls, and other administrative
expenses approved by the Council from time to time. The account should be administered by
one of the co-chairs, or the administrative support person/organization when applicable.
