RE: Imperial / Harper Subdivision - Build Canada Application

Recommendation:

a) that, subject to receiving a Build Canada grant, the Regional District commits
to paying its 1/3 share, of the Imperial / Harper Subdivision community sewer
project; and

b) that the Regional District's share may be funded by a combination of taxation,
and long term debt to be determined by the Regional Board of the day. For
long term debt, the Regional Board commits to passing a by-law, subject to
any and all necessary electoral approvals, approving such borrowing within 9
(nine) months of the announcement for funding under the Build Canada Grant
Program.

Rationale:

At its February 26" meeting the Regional Board authorized staff to submit a Build Canada
Fund application. This application, if approved will provide 2/3 funding for the installation of
a community sewer system for residents within the Imperial / Harper Subdivisions.

One of the application grant requirements is to have commitment from the Regional Board
to ensure its 1/3 funding is committed to the project. The recommendation above satisfies
this criteria.

The following budget items were discussed:

a) The budget includes a new position of Solid Waste Manager with wages
and benefits budgeted for nine months. Committee members reviewed
the draft job description. :

b) include in the budget $20,000 for an External Solid Waste Service Audit
for the purpose of an independent report on what the value for service is
for the Solid Waste Management function.

c) It was noted that the 2009 budget includes the installation of one new
large style complete transfer station and operational costs for four
months. The intent is to complete the first transfer station as a pilot and
institute further installations with the goal of replacing the existing
unmanned PL-6 sites.

d) Correction to the Waste Reduction — NEAT budget line to add $1,000 to
the $220,000.

e) Spring and Fall Clean up Campaign discussion — whether to use the
voucher system or continue with the Spring Clean Up and cancel the Fall
Clean Up. Direction was given to increase the budget by $100,000 to
$150,000 from the $50,000 presently included for the voucher system and
have discussions with the Board. The $150,000 budget will cover a
Spring Clean Up campaign or voucher system.
