For the past three years the West Moberly First Nations and the Peace Valley Environment
Association have sponsored The Paddle for the Peace, a celebration of the beauty and heritage of
the Peace River.

The “Paddle” has become a popular local event. The 2008 “Paddle” saw some 166 boats, 347
paddlers and an additional 200 spectators, a threefold increase from the approximately 200 initial
participants in 2006. The initial “Paddle” in 2006 commenced in Hudson Hope and finished at
the junction of the Halfway River and the Peace River just below the Highway 29 Bridge. The
2007 and 2008 “Paddle” commenced at the Halfway River by the bridge and finished with a pull
out on the Boon’s hayfield just below Cache Creek at Bear Flat.

This year’s paddle, on July 11, is to commence at the Boon’s hayfield just below Cache Creek at
Bear Flat and pull out near Old Fort. The safest and most suitable site for a pull out is on city
owned land just downstream from Old Fort. Please see the attached backgrounder for details.
This year’s event on July 11, 2009 is expected to draw some 500 PRRD residents. We request
that the PRRD recognize and endorse this event and to recognize the recent declaration by the
city of Fort St. John of July 11, 2009 as Paddle for the Peace Day. If you have any questions,

Information Backgrounder for City of Fort St. John: Use of City Property for Pull out site at
Old Fort, Paddle for the Peace July 11, 2009.

The Paddle for the Peace committee would like to provide a growth in experience for the
participants of the Paddle for the Peace.

Co sponsored by the Peace Valley Environment A ssociation and the West Moberly First Nations,
the paddle is a family orientated, alcohol and drug free event open to anyone who would like to
participate upon registration. The “Paddle” has enjoyed the river, first from the Old Ferry
Landing at Hudson’s Hope to the Halfway and then from the Halfway to Bear Flat. The Hudson
Hope to Halfway reach is about 35 km in length the Halfway to Bear Flat reach is 17km and
from Bear Flat it is 32 and 49 km to the Old Fort and Taylor respectively.

The Hudson’s Hope to Halfway trip was enjoyed by all and took the best part of a day to
organize the launch and paddle. The Halfway to Bear Flat trip is appreciably shorter and was
wrapped up by 3PM with an 11 AM launch, however we have done it twice and the majority of
participants requested something a little longer and new for 2009. The logistics of a Bear Flat to
Taylor Landing(Peace Island Park) appear to preclude a Paddle as the long distance and potential
wind slowing/problems would make this paddle unachievable for many of the participants.

A “Paddle” from Bear Flats to the Old Fort has approximately the right distance, has reasonably
fast water conditions and does not have as much potential for wind problems. The Boon’s have
offered their field for a pancake breakfast and launch site and what is required is a safe,
accessible and responsible terminus site near the old fort. With a pancake breakfast and 11 AM
launch the paddie would “complete” between 4 and 5 in the afternoon, an appropriate length.

Our committee has surveyed the river banks in this area and believes the City of Fort St. John
owned property just downstream of the Old Fort Subdivision would be the best.

Good Features of the site.
1. It has a foreshore suitable for the safe landing and retrieval of canoes.

2. It has a field with enough room to accommodate the large number of people expected to
participate.

3. It has a field suitable for park ing of a number of vehicles without impacting on Old Fort
Residents.

4. It has fencing and natural features that will assist our traffic control people.

Our committee has identified the following issue that we would have to ensure are suitably
managed.

Traffic Plan Pre determined by a subcommittee to ensure
safety and minimise impacts on public and
residents

Traffic Control Ably organized by Retired RCMP officer and
volunteers

Parking and crowd management Managed by volunteers to a plan.

Safety plan for the River Trip Plan annually updated by the committee and

available for review. Includes first aid,
safety power boats and communications.

Garbage A no garbage culture is cultivated among the
participants and the paddle is preceded by a
cleanup crew and a clean up follows the
event

Toilets Portable toilets are provided at both the
launch and terminus.

Access The access subcommittee preview the launch
and terminus sites for safety and flow
considerations and makes any
improvements/adjustments to ensure access
is compatible with smaller SUV’s and cars.
If road dressing is required, we arrange for
the required work.

Roads at the Old Fort City Site need to be
assessed and managed during the 3 weeks

leashed.
Resident Notification The committee will deliver an information

sheet to all old fort residents in March 2009
and will compile any comments and provide
feedback to Old Fort Residents. The
committee will stress that traffic will be
restricted to the main access road and a loop
along River road. The only large vehicles
will be a school bus. No alcohol/ drugs are
allowed and no organized activities other
than the retrieval of canoes is planned for the
old fort site.

Work with City Staff to ensure doesn’t create
problems for city and leaves site in suitable
state.

Have contacted Utilities Superintendant as
initial contact will meet and go over plans
and issues with designated staff on an as
required/ adequate notification basis.

RECOMMENDATION

THAT the Regional Board support the Northern Dirt Riders Association in their application to
the Ministry of Tourism, Culture and Art, without prejudice, recognizing that in addition to
acquiring tenure, that ALR non-farm use approval and zoning amendment application is still
required prior to commencement of activities,.

THAT any Crown tenure for the proposed Gundy Recreation site include development and
operation plans that outline how impacts on watercourses will be mitigated.

THAT the Northern Dirt Riders Association be advised regarding the need for ALR non-farm
use approval and zoning amendment application, prior to commencement of activities.

BACKGOUND
The Northern Dirt Riders Association is seeking support for a proposed Gundy Recreation Site,
as per item D-4 on the March 26, 2009 agenda. (see maps)

This area currently has an extensive trail system that is used by the public. However, the area and
uses are unmanaged. The Ministry sees some potential benefit of the proposal which could
provide some purposeful management to the area.

INFORMATION
ALR The area proposed is within the Agricultural Land Reserve and would require a
non-farm use approval from the Agricultural Land Commission.

OoCP The proposed recreation site is within the Agricultural-Rural Resource (Ag-Rur)
designation of the Dawson Creek Rural Area OCP Bylaw No. 477, 1986. Policy
2.4 of the Ag-Rur designation includes recreation and public uses. The proposal is
consistent with the OCP.

This proposal also encompasses portions of the Pouce Coupe River and Tupper
Creek for which the OCP identifies a preservation area along the banks of the
waterways. Of concern is the potential for erosion and siltation of streams and
water- bodies. Any development and activity should be mindful of potential
impacts on the watercourses.

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ZONING  The site is zoned A-2 (Large Agriculture Holdings) in Zoning Bylaw No. 1343,
2001. Such a recreation use as proposed is not within the scope of permitted uses
under the A-2 zoning.

PUBLIC RECREATION FACILITY is a define use in the zoning which could
include this proposed recreation site.

The P-2 (Civic, Assembly & Institutional) zone includes PUBLIC RECREATION
FACILITY as a permitted use.

Options include:
1. Amending the zoning to include PUBLIC RECREATION FACILITY
within the A-2 zone, for this site only, {simplest - recommended]} or;
2. Amending the zoning from A-2 to P-2 zone. {This would broaden potential
uses and not necessarily include agriculture}

Application for rezoning required.
CONTEXT The proposed site is accessed primarily from the Brown Pit Rd. which runs along

the east side of the Old Edmonton Hwy about 8 km south of Pouce Coupe. (see
attached map) The proposed site is made up of undeveloped Crown lands.

North: farmlands east of the Pouce Coupe River

East: undeveloped Crown land to BC/AB border

South: Two residences at south-east corner of site; some farmland and
undeveloped private land.

West: Five residences along Brown Pit Rd.; farmland

OTHER In the information sent to the Board from the Northern Dirt Riders, they have
requested that a “lefter of support and sponsorship be forwarded to Ministry of
Tourism, Culture and [the Arts] in the near future.” PRRD staff spoke to Tim
Bennett, District Recreation Officer for the Ministry, and he stated that as part of
the consultation process in obtaining a recreation site, the club is advised to
provide notice to local government of their intentions. At this time the club may
also wish to seek a letter of “support” for their project from local government, but
do not require “sponsorship” of any kind. Mr. Bennett also indicated that referrals
about the tenure application would be made to the PRRD and the ALC and that he
would expect to work collaboratively with the local government to iron out any
issues.

Additional Amendments to Bylaw No. 1848

Bylaw No. 1848 - 2009 Financial Plan requires additional amendments that were
not included in the Report B-3a.

1. At the Rural Budgets Administration Committee meeting held on March
19" a motion was passed to reduce the amount of the Grants to
Community Organizations (-1950) Grant-in-Aid to the Custodians of the
Peace from $75,000 to $50,000 with the condition that the grant to be for
the payment of "invoiced legal costs only".

2. At the Civic Properties Commission meeting held on March 10, 2009 a
motion was passed to purchase new boards for the Chetwynd Arena (-
7150). This requires an increase to capital of $125,316 plus a transfer from
reserve for the same amount.

The above 2 amendments are not included in the updated budget pages
distributed. But these, and any other amendments proposed at the Board meeting
on March 26™ will be included in the final version when printed.

RECOMMENDATION

With the changes in the original report, plus this addition, the motion should be as
follows:

THAT the Regional District Board gives 2", 3" and Final reading
to the 2009 Financial Plan Bylaw No. 1848, as amended.
