6. Key Project Deliverabies ﬂ

Outfine the projected economic benefits to the local or regional economy:

Economic benefits to the NE BC region include but are not limited 1o direct and indirect jobs, training, capacity building and businesses
in both phases of this project. There will massive ongoing construction and infrastructure jobs created by the development of a four
seasons resort hub in this NE part of the province as well as a multitude of long term ongoing employment and spin off benefits from
the tourism generated by the resort hubs. The operating impacts occur year after year on the obvious assumption that the resorts will
continue to attract visitors as long as it cperates. Short-term (i.e. first and second years} and long-term (beyond five years) scenarios
are shown. In the long term, Peace Reach Resort cluster wili generate new tourism income of between approx $10 million per year in
the region, leading to between 400-500 person-years of employment over the next 7 years alone just from the resort operations with an
annual payroll of between of $4-5 million directly to the Chetwynd and Mackenzie region. Provincial government revenues from the
operation of the resort, once profitable, are estimated to be over $300,000 annually, while the federal government will receive between
almost $500,000 per year potentially from the resort. Ongoing construction and infrastructure spending necessary for the build out of
the resort will continue for at least 10 years. This will provide a dramatic economic boast to the twe communities. In the first 7 years of
operation, this project would bring capital spending of $80 million on development of resort infrastructure (including roads, water, power,
sewer, lifts, conference center, hotel etc) and create an additional over $60 million in spin-off spending from the build out on 200 plus
single and multi family lots. This income could generate over $18 million in revenues to the federal and provinciat government over the
7 year period. This results in a total capital spending of $140 million to the region. (Assuming $300,000 spent per lot*200 lots}). This
translates into over 1000 person years of construction jobs in the first 7 years of build out in a region extremely hard hit by the forestry
downturn (layoff of hundreds of jobs just in the last couple of months). The resulting affordable house prices in the region, however, are
a benefit to the attracting future employees of the resorts. Roads will need to built, surveys will need to taken, environmental
assessment will need to be conducted, construction phases will need to be completed in all areas including roads, buildings, water,
sewer, lighting, ski runs ski lifts, main and non main buildings. Economic benefits from these activities will assist in resurrecting and
breathing life into the economies of Mackenzie and NEBC.
