The Chair welcomed Mr. Dave Wilson, Celtic Reforestation Services who drove directly
from Prince George to inform the directors of what he felt were serious issues facing the
province resulting from the Mountain Pine Beetle devastation, the decline in the lumber
market and high Canadian dollar. He felt the disaster should at least be declared a
national disaster, if not an international one. He stressed the importance of harvesting
the beetle killed wood in advance of impending forest fires and while the forest floor is
relatively free of new growth. The current delay of any work that does not have to be
done immediately, which includes cancellation of planting programs, is having a
dramatic effect on the forest industry. He felt that the industry couldn't survive a long
term downturn as key people would be lost, and it would take 5 to 10 years to build up
the expertise again.

On a positive note, Mr. Wilson offered some solutions such as bio energy in conjunction
with saw milling, which he felt could help bridge the gap, and even be a tremendous
economic opportunity. He stressed the importance of understanding the provincial
tenure process and its resulting effects on licence holders and suggested that the
directors of the Peace River Regional District become keenly aware of what the issues
were in order to press all levels of government for improvements to the current system.

Director Kruk excused himself from the meeting at 3:45 p.m. as he had other
obligations, but expressed his appreciation for the information Mr. Wilson presented.

Consultation Program Notification

ARC Resources Ltd. ("ARC") is applying to the National Energy Board ("NEB"} to
construct the Saddle Hills Pipeline Loop (“Pipeline Loop”), which will parallel an
existing pipeline from 1-34-79-14 W6M in North Eastern British Columbia to 5-23-80-

13 W6M in North Western Alberta.

The proposed pipeline loop will transport sour natural gas and loop the existing ARC
13.5 Km pipeline Saddle Hills Pipeline that was constructed in 2002 under NEB
Order XG-S168-4-2002. The pipeline loop will connect the ARC compressor facility
in 1-34-79-14 W6M to the Spectra Pouce Coupe gas processing facility in 05-23-80-
13 W6M (please refer to the attached map). The purpose of the proposed Pipeline
Loop is to provide additional pipeiline capacity from ARC'’s gathering and compressor

facility in British Columbia.

The Dawson Montney gas has an H,S content of approximately 0.1% and the
pipeline will be designed and licensed to carry sour natural gas with a maximum
concentration of 2.0% H,S. This pipeline will be covered under the existing ARC
Emergency Response Plan for the Saddle Hills Pipeline, and will have an
Emergency Planning Zone of 1.833 Km. Design, construction and operation of the
pipeline will be in accordance with the federal and provincial sour natural gas

pipeline codes, standards and regulations.

The Dawson Montney field is located in an agricultural area of British Columbia and
extends directly North and East of Dawson Creek, BC. The proposed Pipeline Loop
will be constructed within a new 10-metre wide right-of-way that parallels the existing
20-metre ocriginal pipeline right-of-way for the entire length. A ten-metre wide
temporary workspace will also be required on the existing right-of-way. The Pipeline
Loop will be constructed through privately owned cultivated farmland. Land use in
the surrounding area of the proposed Pipeline Loop includes crop farming, grazing
and oil and gas activities. The total land required for the new right-of-way will be

approximately 13.5 ha (33.3 acres).

The end points for the proposed Pipeline Loop wili include pipeline risers, pig
launching and receiving scraper traps, and associated valves and piping.

Construction of the proposed Pipeline Loop will require 10m of new right-of-way
abutting the existing right-of-way for the 2002 Dawson Sour Natural Gas Pipeline. All
lands traversed by the proposed Pipeline Loop are privately-owned under the
following land uses: cultivation (85%), hay fand (11%) and seeded pasture
(4%). One small permanent drainage and several ephemeral draws are crossed by
the proposed right-of-way. The ESA prepared for the 2002 Dawson Sour Natural
Gas Pipeline did not identify any significant environmental, socio-economic or

cumulative effects.

ARC anticipates submitting an application to the NEB in late May 2008. Due to the
agricultural land along the proposed pipeline route, construction of this project is
proposed under non-frozen, dry conditions and to commence in the third or fourth
quarter of 2008, subject to regulatory approval.
