Shaun Greffard, General Manager, Interior North introduced the delegates who travelled
with him to present an update of TELUS Corporation’s activities throughout the region.
He spoke of the significant staffing and service increases which have come about in
response to the area’s growth. In 2008 1.2 million has been budgeted for planned
expansions, $800,000 for customer driven upgrades and $250,000 for upgrades to the
existing plant. Wireless coverage from Hudson’s Hope to Fort 5t. John is under review.
There are new team members already in place with five additional team members
expected by the end of 2008. TELUS is partnering with local communities to expand
service and is always open to hear of the service needs in the area.

Director Caton pointed out item C-12 in the agenda, which is a request for service
petition of behalf of residents in the Groundbirch and East Pine area. James Letcher,
Director, (DS BC, Skeena and Peace River answered that the East Pine area has already
been identified and therefore is included in the 2008 review.

lennifer Attree, Communications shared the scope of her community relations position.
She was pleased to report that TELUS, through its high profile demonstration of
community involvement, has donated 91 million dollars to various charities.

I am responding to your letter of February 18, 2008 to Mr. Patrick O’Rourke, Assistant Deputy
Minister, Titles and Offshore Division and your letter of November 29, 2007 to Mr. Brad Herald,
Canadian Association of Petroleum Producers.

I wish to begin by noting that there is a lack of clarity regarding the Ministry of Energy Mines and
Petroleum Resources (Ministry) position regarding the North Peace Fringe Area Official
Community Plan (OCP). Your correspondence does not accurately reflect the correspondence and
discussion between Ministry staff and Peace River Regional District (PRRD) staff over the last

several months.

The characterization of many of your statements is not consistent with, or reflective of, the
Ministry’s position on the specifics of the OCP. I am not going to respond to the specifics as I
believe the forum for the discussion should remain with Ministry and PRRD staff. However 1 do
wish to note that any regulatory authority of the PRRD is set out in the “Community Charfer,” and
as such a regional district bylaw impacting oil and gas activities must be within that authority. The
Ministry has not agreed to anything that would not be consistent with the “Community Charter.”

I believe it is important that the Ministry continues to have open and clear discussions with PRRD
staff to address the outstanding issues. As such, we are participating in the newly formed technical
advisory committee and look forward to the successful implementation of the OCP.

Thank you again for taking the time to meet with us in late September 2007, with regards
to a variety of cnergy issues as well as the Official Community Plan (OCP) for the
Charlie Lake Fringe Area. We felt that the meeting was both valuable and insightful

from our vantage point.

As a follow up to the meeting, we wanted to provide you and members of CAPP with a
map of the OCP including areas planned for Rural Residential development.
Furthermore, portions of these designated lands are being sought for exclusion from the
Agricultural Land Reserve (ALR) and will be subject to additional oil & gas surface
facility restrictions. The Peace River Regional District (PRRD} already plans on putting

the OCP proposals into place by 2008.

In addressing our intentions now, much of the uncertainty or concerns faced by industry
will hopefully be alleviated. This will create the appropriate direction or ‘road map’
needed for energy companies to assess their options now, (with map in hand) prior to
investing in a particular tenure or disposition within the OCP designated lands. A variety
of surface restrictions within the zone of interest will indeed apply once the Plan is in

place.

MEMPR acknowledges that local government (PRRD) does have the right to regulate oil
and gas surface activities pending the completion of the Official Community Plan. Titles
Division (MEMPR) is also on tecofd indicating the OCP will play a determinate role in
the status of the Jands within its boundaries. With respect to the future of oil or gas
tenures or dispositions, Titles Division makes it clear that it will be awaiting the outcome
of discussions between the OCP committee and MEMPR. The map provided, indicates
the ‘deferred’ disposition status presently in place within the OCP boundary with the
intention for a continuance. The area on the map is referred to as the “North Peace
Resource Review Area” by MEMPR. The OCP will also be acknowledging that all non-
farm use applications (including oil and gas) will in future be directed and vetted to local
government. The implications of these changes clearly needs to be recognized and
addressed by industry prior to the implementation of the North Peace Fringe OCP.

Thank you first and foremost for your October 1, 2007 response letter. A happy new year
to you and your staff members as well. We all look forward to the opportunities and

options that the year ahead offers.

"You have raised a number of good points regarding the protocol that needs to be
addressed and in place regarding “existing tenures” within the OCP zone of interest.
With consultation, with the Advisory Committee and other interested partics, some
options have emerged for consideration.

Point #1

Any existing tenures would be subject to a “grand fathering” clause, allowing present
gas/oil wells, or sites to continue on without impedance but clearly subject to new
Regional District zoning criteria and restrictions. However, no new exploration,
development or expansion plans would be granted under the present or future
tenure agreements with the company. Any tenure renewals should NOT be granted or
permitted in the zone of interest already identified within the NPRRA by MEMPR
without the attached caveat. The Canadian Association of Petroleum Producers (CAPP)
and Small Energy Producers Association of Canada (SEPAC) have both been alerted to
the proposed status changes being flagged by the OCP.

The North Peace Fringe Area OCP is still under review and in its draft phase. At present,
the Regional Board has made a request that certain aspects of the draft proposal need

some specific attention, (a professional consulting firm will be retained to help facilitate
and address some other key points). '

Be aware that the new OCP will clearly address additional restrictions on any new oil/gas
activities regardless. By implication then, our zone of interest (NPRRA) will continue to
receive the appropriate and necessary protection. Final Regional Board endorsement of
the overall OCP is still pending. MEMPR will be receiving the Regional Board’s
endorsement of the Official Community Plan in the near future.

Point #3

Regarding your point in the letter stating that “the discussion on identifying areas
where it could be agreed to that new tenures would not be granted”. We would also
appreciate the access code (or URL address) that would allow us to view the
MEMPR website showing where there are NO tenures. From the information
provided in your letter, several areas were specifically identified:

SW corner of Section 13-84-20

North from this corner the Alaska Highway

Section 7 and 8-24-20

Section 22 and 27 (Map 3)

From our understanding, the above tenures surround the Charlie Lake basin area and have
been under deferral from the late 1990's. We certainly agree in principle that we start
with these areas and continue to maintain them in their present status, without question.
However, this was precisely the reason that the NPRRA was drafted in order to
expand and include a much larger land base incorporating other key residential
areas within Area C for tenure deferral.

We are entirely in agreement with the statement you made in the letter, “EMPR could
see this becoming an area of Non-dispositions!”. We also see this as the logical next
step, as the OCP unfolds. As a direct response to your point on “implementing a long

term strategy on dealing with the new and existing tenures within the OCP”, we would
like to initiate our first request: the following tenures below will be coming up for

apparent renewal in the first few months of 2008. In the spirit of cooperation between
MEMPR and the regional district, I would suggest that these tenures be withheld from re-
sale or renewal OR that Titles Division clearly attach the caveat addressed under Point #1.
This would provide us with our first test case under the new criteria established. It would
also meet with your view point where you stated that, “proposals that are located in this

area are “flagged” - and that the proposal must be checked against special conditions”.

For some time now I have become interested in the highways in
our region. Over the last five years I have noticed a huge increase
in the amount of traffic that uses our main roads. Branches from
Dawson Creek have seen traffic in my estimate not only double but
triple. Highway #2 to the Alberta border, #97 south and #97 North
(the Alaska highway) need to be improved to accommodate this
higher volume of traffic. The highway from the Alberta border at
Swan Lake should have another two lanes added to the existing
highway as far north as Fort St John. The highway north of Fort St
John could have passing lanes added that are at least two to three
kilometers long and be spaced at least ten miles apart so vehicles
wanting to pass others would have a number of opportunities to do
so. This system seems to work very well on Highway #97 south of
Prince George.

Billions of oil revenue dollars flow from our region every year
with very little meaning full returns to the region. Persons are
killed every year on these roads and its becoming so common that
most people just shrug it off as just another tragic occurrence. We
need to bring these highways to the attention of the provincial
governing body and tell them that we in the North have needs
every bit as important as Vancouver or Victoria. When it comes to
road improvements in the southern part of the province there seems
to no problem getting money to do them. T would not be surprised
if a lot of that money comes from the wealth generated in our area.

I have taken a number of hours out of my week to count vehicles
passing the weigh scales at Pouce Coupe. My hours of counting
were mostly two hours but one day I spent 2.5 hours. I sampled on
a Monday a Wednesday and a Friday. I did it at this time of year

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s0 as to not include the summer tourist season. This would give a
more accurate count of the traffic that exists here all year round.

Please find attached copies of the number of vehicles I counted in
the time frames that I have previously mentioned. I will be
contacting I.C.B.C. in the near future to try to get a count of
accidents that have occurred on these roads in the last five years. I
will also try to get a count on the number of fatalities. The
R.C.M.P. at Fort St John have already acknowledged that the
highways in our area are hazardous. Now we need to get the
P.R.R.D to acknowledge this fact and act on behalf of the citizens
of this area to push for much needed road improvements.

REPORT

1.0 Imtroduction

The Committee, at its regular meeting of February 13 heard a delegation from the British
Columbia Government Employees Union (BCGEU). They presented a short video on guidelines
for maintenance on provincial highways and an information package on the highway
maintenance specifications, a checklist summarizing those specifications and a draft resolution
that recommends enhanced monitoring and reporting related to provincial highway maintenance
programs. They requested that the Committee support the draft resolution (Attachment A) and
forward it to the Ministry of Transportation and Highways (MOTH) for consideration. The
Committee subsequently referred the request to staff for a report.

2.0  Background

Highways maintenance was first privatized in British Columbia in 1988 with the province being
divided into some 28 service areas. Provincial highways in Burnaby were and are part of the
Lower Mainland service area. At that time these roads included Hwy #1, Hastings St, Barnet
Hwy, Lougheed Hwy, Kingsway, Gaglardi Way, Marine Way, Canada Way from Kensington to
10" Ave, 10™ Ave, Broadway from Gaglardi to North Rd and Burnaby Mountain Pky (added in
1996). In 1999 the creation of TransLink resulted in the transfer of these roads , except Hwy #1,
to Municipal control as part of the Major Roads Network (MRN). Part of the transfer included
provision for maintenance work to continue to be undertaken by the existing service area

maintenance contract providers(s) that were in place until the expiration of the contracts in 2004.
At that time the City assumed the responsibility for all maintenance work on these transferred
roads as of April 1 of that year. Following a review of available City equipment, yard and
storage capacity Council approved a recommendation to continue to retain contracted winter
maintenance services for the MRN roads pending a further review on completion of upgraded
City works yard facilities. The City subsequently, through a competitive process retained
Mainroad Contracting Ltd. (MCL) for this work. MCL is also the current service provider for
the Lower Mainland Service Area.

3.0 Discussion

The BCGEU highlighted several concerns with the current approach to oversight regarding
highway maintenance practice in the province, including reductions in maintenance budgets and
staffing levels by the contractors leading to potential concerns about safety for the travelling
public and protection of the economic investment in the provincial highway network. BCGEU
believes that by providing enhanced monitoring of the maintenance programs and regular
reporting on those findings to local stakeholders that the public can be assured that contractors
will meet the required standards in their contracts. For reference, the City ensures monitoring of
winter maintenance services for our roads through regular reports from the contractor and regular
inspections by City staff with immediate feedback to the contractor to correct deficiencies.
While the province has minimal provincial highways within Burnaby, Hwy #1 is a critical
transportation route for traffic and ensuring that the public has confidence that the appropriate
maintenance standards are being followed is supportable. Staff are recommending that the
Committee and Council endorse the recommendation from BCGEU and forward a copy of this
report to MOTH for their consideration.

4.0 Conclusion

The BCGEU has highlighted several potential issues with respect to the current maintenance
service contracts throughout the province. To address these issues they have proposed enhanced
monitoring and reporting procedures (Attachment A) to assure the public and key stakeholders
that the contractual standards are being met. Staff have reviewed the information provided and
are recommepnding that the Committee and Council support the draft resolution and forward it to
