The Chair welcomed April Moi, CEQ, and Bud Powell, President, Northern Rockies Alaska
Highway Tourism Association {(NRAHTA) to the meeting.

Ms. Moi expressed appreciation to the Regional District, in particular Trish Morgan for
coordinating the June 24" tour of the Kiskatinaw Bridge / NAR Station / Alaska Highway
House. Representatives from Parks Canada, NRAHTA as well as local and municipal
governments participated in the tour as well as in the afternoon presentation from
Parks Canada and related discussions with the Peace River Regional District.

Although the appiication for national historic site designation of the Kiskatinaw Bridge,
as a stand alone site, was previously turned down by the Historic Sites and Monuments
board, a recommendation did come forward to apply for designation of the whole
Alaska Highway.

Ms. Moi outlined the two year nomination process for national historic site designation,
stating that once the inventory of pertinent sites and clearly defined boundaries is
completed, a commemorative statement will have to be written and forwarded along
with the entire application to the federal Historic Sites and Monuments board. Support
from all those who have an interest in the highway will also be taken into consideration
by the board, as this application is unique in that the highway crosses through
international, provincial, regional, municipal and first nation'’s jurisdictions.

In reference to the background which has led to this point, Ms. Moi referred to the
handout - Alaska Highway Community Initiative which provided history; statistics; facts;
and a progress report.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Energy Services Association of BC {ESBC) is a non-profit organization representing a
membership of over 150 businesses in British Columbia’s cil and gas Service Sector. Since its
rebranding from the former Northern Society of Qilfield Contractors and Service firms in 2007,
ESBC has expanded its mandate to better serve the Energy Service Sector of BC.

Studies such as the Service Sector Strategy (MEMPR 2003}, the Service Sector Marketing
Strategy (KPMG 2004), the NSOCSF Situational Analysis {Concise 2007) and the NOSCSF
Marketing Strategy (Concise 2007) all recognize that there have been shortfalls in the
representation of the Energy Services Sector. ESBC has initiated a multi year “Business
Development Initiative” to address the concerns and recommendations found in the studies. To
access funding for the BDI, ESBC match funding partners whose strategic directions align with
the many phases and components of the BDI and apply for assistance.

ESBC plans to apply to Northern Development Initiative Trust (NDI} for funding
assistance of $206,250 under the Regional Development Program (primary funding category of
‘economic development’), during the NDI's September 2008 Board meeting. As per the NDI
application guidelines, the NDI's decision process begins with the applicant receiving
endorsement from the local government. ESBC is requesting endorsement from the Peace River
Regional District (PRRD) for the Business Development Initiative (BDI). The BDI is a multi-
regional business development project aimed at increasing the participation of BC's businesses
in the provision of goods and services to the oil and gas industry.

The il and gas industry in British Columbia generates biltions of dollars of revenue
annually, creating thousands of jobs. In recent years, the oil and gas industry has become the
province’s leading natural resource revenue generator. Notwithstanding the contributions to
provincial revenue, many economic benefits of the oil and gas industry are not realized by
British Columbians. Many jobs and services are provided by people and companies outside
British Columbia.

The need for the BDI is driven by the industry’s long-term reliance on “relationship” in
the procurement of services and the challenge that poses for the BC Service Sector that lives
and operates far from the Calgary-based decision makers. The BC Service Sector requires a
focused and sustained effort to improve that relationship; past experience has pointed strongly

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to the need for a person with knowledge and experience of the oil and gas industry, to be the
“boots on the ground” to facilitate relationship development.

The most common practice for service companies to acquire business opportunities is to
visit Explorers and Producers (E&Ps) in their head offices in Calgary. While some business
opportunities materialize through other means, the industry expectation is still to go to Calgary
to “knock on doors”. When activity levels are down, the practice becomes a higher priority as
the E&Ps are not necessarily casting a wide net to procure services. They are relying on past
service providers, relationships, existing agreements and a range of other financial and social
preferences that vary greatly from company to company and even within divisions of
companies.

This lack of transparency is problematic for the BC Service Sector for a number of
reasons. The sector is primarily made up of small businesses who have limited resources to put
someone on the streets of Calgary knocking on doors. The distance factor aliows closer service
providers i.e. Red Deer, Edmonton, etc. to be more persistent in their marketing with far lower
costs based an their proximity. Another significant deterrent, even for these companies who can
make the regular trips to Calgary, is to determine what the procurement process is within each
company and to ascertain how to develop relationships with the decision makers. This is further
complicated by frequent staff changes and company restructuring corporate takeovers which
have been plentiful in recent years, In simple terms, today’s challenge can be viewed by two
typical scenarios:

1. If a new Explorer/Producer comes to BC and asks “Who is the service sector and
what is their capacity to provide me services?” they would find no
comprehensive tool or source of information.

2. Conversely, if a new service company starts up and asks, “’'m ready to go; how
do | get the work?"”, again there is no tool or source of information to turn to.

A fundamental goal of the BDI is to “demystify” the procurement practices of the E&P
who operate in BC and to develop mutually beneficial relationships with them. This will require
focusing not only on building relationships with the E&Ps, but developing a stronger, more
cohesive service sector prepared to provide safe, competitive and quality services.

The BC Service Sector has grown since the first ail and gas development in the 1950's in
Northeast BC, most notably in the past decade. However, the inability to capitalize on more
business and economic spin-offs have long been a concern for municipalities, economic
development agencies, associations, and individuals who would like to accrue greater benefits
of the provincial oil and gas rescurce back to the residents of the affected region and the
taxpayers of British Columbia.

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The cyclical nature of the industry and the fact that we are now in a slower period
makes moving forward with this project logical in terms of need and timing. When the industry
is at the top of its cycle as it has been from 2002-06, most successful businesses are operating at
capacity, whether they are located in BC or cutside. Now that activity levels have dropped, there
is both the time and the need to develop long-term relationships and strategies that support
business opportunities for BC Service Sector companies,

The vision of the BDI is to increase the benefits to all British Columbians of the
exploration, development and production of the province’s oil and gas resources. This can best
be achieved by proactively working with all the industry’s stakeholders and to increase British
Columbia’s business and employment participation in the oil and gas Service Sector. Through
the BDI — specifically Phase 3 and 4 components requiring funding from NDI (start date Sept. /08
to Mar. 31/10) - ESBC will undertake a series of activities over the next three years, with the
objective of increasing utilization of the BC Service Sector, bringing direct and indirect benefits
to all British Columbians while providing safe, quality and competitive services to the Explorers
and Producers who develop in British Celumbia.

SITE CONTEXT

The subject property is located approximately 16 km (10 miles) west of the City of Dawson Creck, near the
Deveraux Elementary School and the Old Hart Highway. This area is between Highway 97, Bear Mountain, and the
Kiskatinaw River. Except for areas closer to the mountain and river, it is generally flat. The area is within the
Agricultural Land Reserve, with about half of it cleared and cultivated.

SITE FEATURES

¢ There is a homesite on the northern end of the subject property.

OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS

1. It is the intent of the applicant to subdivide the lot so that his son (who currently resides in the existing
homesite) may purchase it and have grazing land for a small herd of cows and horses,

2. As this land is within the Agricultural Land Reserve, it is subject to the provisions of the Agricultural Land
Commission Act. Therefore, this application is a requirement.

3. The subject property is designated “Agricultural — Potential Small Holdings™ within Dawson Creek Rural Area
Official Community Plan Bylaw No. 477, 1986. Policy 3.2 of this designation permits “new subdivision
proposals...down to a minimum parcel size of not less than 8 hectares (20 acres) and shall be assessed on the
merits of the individual site and surrounding community as outlined by Policy 3.3 and Policy Section 12.0”

Policy 3.3 states that subdivisions within this designation may be supported “if the proposal does not contravene the
objectives and policies of this Plan pertaining to the preservation of agricultural land” subject to the following criteria:

Based upon these criteria and the designation’s policies, this proposal is consistent with the “Agricultural — Potential
Small Holdings” designation of the Official Community Plan.

The subject property is zoned A-2 (Large Agricultural Holdings) within the Peace River Regional District
Zoning Bylaw No. 1343, 2001, which has a minimum parcel size of 63 ha (155 acres). However, a rezoning
may not be required since the proposal meets the requirements of section 946 of the Local Government Act,
subdivision to provide residence for a relative,

An alternative may be to subdivide only the homesite, leaving the field in one title. This would create a ~1.8 ha
(4.5 acre) lot which would not be consistent with the OCP designation but an amendment would not be required
if the applicants meet the requirements of section 946 of the Local Government Act.

The surrounding residential lots (7 to 10 acres each: Plans 16607, 17263, and 17266) were subdivided out their
parent quarters in the 1960s, prior to the formation of the Agricultural Land Reserve,

IMPACT ANALYSIS

Creating a new parcel line through a cultivated field may impact the agricultural potential of the property.
Similar Small Holdings development on the quarter and the adjacent quarter has already taken place. The
proposal is consistent with these other developments.

The creation of the new lot could increase the population of the area by ~3 people and the vehicle count by ~2
vehicles (figures derived from Stats Can 2006, BC Stats, 1996).
