3. Industrial use has all bet destroyed the road beds, Most rurai roads were not
constructed for the increased traffic or weight of traffic using them now.

4. Local contractor not required to do grading as needed - some roads need to see
the grader more often, usually nothing done until the road is impassable for an
ordinary passenger vehicle (anything without 4 wheel drive} and/or the
complaints finally are enough they have to get out there

5. Lack of meaningful gravel schedule - some roads travelled daily have not seen
any new grave! since they were built - some 30 to 40 years ago.. .the only
reason these roads are usable now is the local residents stayed off them during
the worst wet conditions or spring break-up - logging took place only in the
winter season. As this is not so with today's industrial traffic any grave! that
remained on these roads has been long since pushed into the clay base.

6. The width of the secondary (gravel) roads in this area is not set up for heavy
industrial use - safety is a real concern. Instead of widening the roads the
government is allowing oil companies to high grade (reducing the existing width
and making steeper ditches) some of the heavier used roads, trading a little road
work and gravel for public (resident) safety.

7. Fence lines and ditches are allowed to grow full of brush - some branches
actually hang over the roadway tearing antennas and scratching paint. Again a
safety issue...no chance to spot that moose/elk/deer/neighbour’s child before it
is already on the road. This is not only on the backroads, many highway ditches
are full of brush.

8. Lack of dust control - roads are clay silt for the most part, little gravel...shale
breaks up...impossible to see anything when meeting or following traffic -
accident waiting to happen.

9. Ditching - should be more important - resuits in less road damage, lower cost,
increased safety and less damage of farm property.

10. Roads, as indicated on the map, should be paved due to increased oil and gas
traffic.

I am pleased to write you today to ask you to join me in a very important
undertaking: improving the health of Canadians and our environment by
ridding Canada of polybrominated diphenyl ethers (PBDEs).

These chemicals, long used as additive flame retardants in furniture,
textiles, television sets and more, have been found to be increasingly
accumulating in fish, food, household dust, and human breast milk,

A growing number of top scientists have confirmed the risks and harm to
the human reproductive, endocrine, immune and nervous systems related
to prolonged exposure to PBDEs. Infants, children, breastfeeding
mothers as well as workers in the information technology, textile and
fumiture manufacturing fields are particularly at risk.

PBDE levels are also growing rapidly in Canada’s coastal marine waters
and other areas in the environment. In the case of the endangered
southern resident killer whale, levels of PBDE contaminants are
expected to exceed those of already banned PCBs (polychlornated

biphenyls) by 2020.

While PBDEs have been classified as toxic under the Canadian
Environmental Protection Act since 2006, the federal government has
only proposed regulations banning the two less commonly used
commercial mixtures of PBDEs: PentaBDE and OctaBDE. The third
mixture, DecaBDE, the one most widely used in the manufacturing of
household electronics, furniture, and textiles is not included in the ban.

Canada 1s lagging behind Europe and many US states with regards to
legislation banning PBDEs from use, manufacture, sale or importation.
The small steps the federal government has taken allows the continued
use and import of the DecaBDE mixture, which has been shown to break
down into precisely the PBDEs that the federal government is proposing

to ban.

I have tabled a motion seeking to ban the production and import of
products containing additive PBDEs.

That, in the opinion of the House, the government should recognize
that fire retardants containing polybrominated diphenyl ethers
(PBDEs) are proven to be the most dangerous form of flame
retardant harmful to people, animals and the environment, and that
legislation completely phasing out the production and import of
products containing additive PBDEs should be brought forth within

a year.

So far, over 50 municipal and local governments are fully supporting the
motion, along with the Canadian division of the International
Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF) and the David Suzuki Foundation.

This letter on behalf of Canada’s professional fire fighters 1s in strong support of your
private member’s motion. M-38, that calls on the federal government to completely phase
out the production and import of items containing Polybrominated Diphenylethers

(PBDEs).

The International Assoctation of Fire Fighters, headquartered 1in Ottawa, Ontario and
Washington, DC. represents more than 280,000 tull-time professional fire fighters across
North America. including 20,000 in Canada. Our union s concerned about health and
safety ot our members as well as the health and safety of all citizens. Accordingly, the
IAFF believes that the passage of legislatton banning brominated flame retardants,
icluding Penta-, Octa-, and Deca-BDESs), is a step in the right direction for improving
the health and satety ot our fire highters and the citizens we are sworn to protect.

One ot the primary applications of PBDEs is as a flame retardant apphed inside or anto
many common houschold goods (fumiturce foam: plastic cabinets; computers and small
apphiance: consumer electronics: wire insulation; and back coatings tor draperies and
upholstery) to reduce and retard the amount of flame spread. While these chemicals
tnhibit the formation and spread of flames. they do not completely prevent fires. Unlike
other flame retardants, when PBDEs burn they release dense fumes and black smaoke that
reduce visibility and a highly corrosive pas known as hydrogen bromide.

In addition, PBDEs produce highly toxic byproducts of incomplete combustion.
Although use ol Hame retardants saves lives and property. there have been unintended
consequences. There s evidenee that PBDEs persist in the environment and accomulate
in living organisms, as well as toxicodogical testing that idicates these chemicals may
cause liver toxicity. thvrotd toxicity. and nearodevelopmental toxieity.
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Many studics involving fire fighters exposed to these and other toxic gases during active c ,I
fire fighting, overhaul, and long tenn exposure from these chemicals penetrating

protective gear, have found that fire fighters have a much greater risk of contracting

cancer, heart and lung discase, and other debilitating discases. While we support the

concept of Hame retardant chemicals, there are alternatives that do not contain brominc or

chlorine and are much sater for fire fighters and the public than PBDES.

The IAFF salutes those companies that have stopped using brominated flame retardants
(such as Dell, Hewlett-Packard and lkea) and are now using safer alternative fire
retardants. These companics demonstrate that alternative flame-retardant technologies
for achicving firc safety standards do exist and arc readily availablc for other

manutactured products.

IFor these reasons. the International Association of Fire Fighters fully supports your
initiative in motion M-38 to completely phase out the production and import of 1tems
containing PBDEs in Canada.

Dear Chair and Directors of the PRRD Board,
We understand that a meeting took place on Monday, June 9/08 with Minister Neufeld as L \\
well as other officials from MEMPR. With respect to a question asked by Minister Neuteld KC
regarding the issue of sour gas well set backs to private residents: Minister Neufeld asked 1
members of the Board about the request of a “one kilometre set back” and what the (,
Directors thought of this value. The over riding response by the members of the Board was Q P
1o “let science make the decision regarding the set back distances required for - )
specific well sites”. We have also been informed that the Board has taken a similar Y 2+

stance on sour gas well set backs on other occasions in the past.

Our Old Hope group disagrees with the Board’s direction in this specific instance for a
number of key reasons:

1) The original set back was and continues to be 100 metres for a given type of sour gas
well, or 80 metres for a “sweet” well. The issue Is that a "sweet’ well can stillbe up to 1%
sour BUT be grouped with other sweet wells. A 1% mix is still deadly(at source) as well
as in other circumstances depending on the dispersion modelling done on the location of
such a well.

Classifying a 1% sour gas well as being "sweet” is entirely arbitrary but it is still the
standard that industry and the government are presently going by. Was this done by
“science”? Clearly not.

2)Dr. Lorna Medd’ s study entitled “Population and Oil/Gas in the NE" has indicated that the
100 metre set back chosen by government a long time ago, was NEVER based on either
“health or safety” standards of any kind. So, in lieu of a larger set back option, such as 1 full
kilometre, the legal, default distance remains at the 100 metre distance. Is this 100 metre
set back based on “science™? Clearly not. .

3) The "science’ of H2S (sour gas) and other reduced sulphur gases such as SO2 is
clearly in limbo from a political point. In order to “do” the science on these gases, there must
be the political will to look at base line measurements and also study the effects of various
levels of exposure to these compounds. Dr. Medd's report is also requesting baseline
studies to be done. (Recommendation #8) Our question to you is “Where is the
science” that will deal with the appropriate distance for a sour gas well set
back”? Before you can do the “science” you need the Baseline monitoring to be
in place. Where is the “science” to give us this information? It is not there.

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4) In the North Peace Fringe Official Community Plan, presently under way, hundreds of
guestionnaires were returned to the PRRD over the course of several weeks. (2007) One
of the questions addressed this issue of sour gas well set backs. The majority of
respondants 1o that questionnaire made it crystal clear that they want to see a much greater
set back than what is in place with the present regulations (many respondants wanted a
MUCH GREATER than 1 km distance). It may not be science, but it certainly sets a much
higher bar or standard than what is presently there. It is also the political will of the
community at large to see an immediate | kiilometre set back change enacted

immediately.

In conclusion, we would like the Directors of the PRRD 10 seriously reconsider their present
position on not addressing the proposed “one kilometre” set back. At best, it is a starting
point for re-tooling the regulations in this particutar situation. It will also give real direction to
MEMPR with respect to the PRRD’s commitment in seeking improvements to outdated
and unscientifically based set back standards.

The point that we are making is that “science” as the PRRD is suggesting in using for
determining a set back is presently not being used by either industry or the government.

In lieu of "real science” being applied or used , our goal is to have a more realistic set back
in place, one that will replace the outdated and seriously flawed 80-100 metre set backs

still in regulation.

We would ask you for a written respohse to our letter specific to your comments
surrounding the set back issues raised.

Dear Minister Falcon:

The movement of heavy traffic and the transportation of large loads on Highway 97
between northeast BC and the Province’s Interior have steadily increased over the past
few years, but not as much as they could have. Traffic movement on this highway stil]
faces some significant physical barriers. Overhead obstacles at railway underpasses and
low beams on some bridges limit the ability to transport oversized loads on Highway 97.
These barriers are placing limitations on BC based companies, as compared to Alberta
based companies, who have unrestricted road access to northeast BC and our vibrant
economy.

The District of Chetwynd believes it is in the Province’s best interest to begin upgrading
Highway 97 and eliminating the barriers to large and oversized truck traffic. As our
energy industry grows and expands from the northeast and into BC’s interior, this route
will become increasingly important for northeast based industries in accessing these
business opportunities. If this highway is not upgraded, it is very likely that Alberta
based business located along the Hi ghway 16 corridor will have an unfair advantage (as
compared to the northeast) and result of the economic losses to Alberta,

Of note, this loss of business works both ways, Manufacturing sectors in central and
southern BC are unable to ship many of their products to the northeast, unless they pay
for extra trucking costs and travel via Alberta’s hi ghways. Some of the lost opportunities
that we are aware of relate to manufactured homes, large trusses and pre-fabricated oil
and gas facilities that have not been able to be shipped to our northeast.

" A2
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We recognize that the Province has begun the process of upgrading Highway 97 through
the Pine Pass and will straighten out sections of this road. But, unless the overhead
restrictions are eliminated, this highway will not reach its true potential as an economic

generator.

We ask that you please develop a plan and remove these physical barriers to traffic as
part of the upgrades to Highway 97 between northeast BC and our interior.

During the past few months that BC Hydro has been holding information sessions
regarding the Site C project, the District has been raising the issue (and need) for a
connecting public highway between Chetwynd, Site C and Fort St John.

The reason that we have asked for this highway to be constructed is that BC Hydro
has proposed a bridge across the Peace River for both dam construction and operations
purposes. We believe that the negative effects that this bridge will create for Chetwynd
and area’s economy can be offset by the construction of a permanent, pubiic highway
connecting Chetwynd with the dam, and communities beyond.

If Site C 1s approved, BC Hydro has indicated that a bridge would be open for
public’s use. Our concern is that once a bridge is in place, Fort St John based industry
will use it to access the resources in the Del Rio and Monias areas. When this occurs, the
economic benefits of these resources will flow to Fort St John, instead of continuing to
contribute to Chetwynd’s economy. (This is mostly due to Fort St John being closer to
this area than Chetwynd.) A secondary reason for asking for this public highway is that if
the connecting roads are left as industrial roads, they will not be maintained at a suitable
standard that would safely allow for public use, even though the public will use them.

Other reasons to consider are the ever increasing price of fuel and the impetus to
reduce greenhouse gases (this road may be able to help offset some of the projects
greenhouse gas generation). The need for this access can also help Chetwynd workers
who may wish to work during the dam’s construction and operations.

If the existing Jackfish Road and the short connecting industrial roads were
upgraded to highway standards, travel time between Chetwynd and Fort St John would be
reduced by about 30 to 45 minutes per trip, as compared to driving around through
Hudson’s Hope or Dawson Creek. In addition to time savings, the grades along this route
are more favorable (fewer hills) than either of the Hudson’s Hope or Dawson Creek
routes. (Steep grades result in increases in fuel use, especially for large vehicles).

Ry
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We have now asked the Peace River Regional District (PRRD) to consider
supporting this road option. We contend that neither Dawson Creek nor Hudson’s Hope
will be negatively impacted by an alternate route. Traffic that goes to Hudson’s Hope or
Dawson Creek will still use their existing roads. If the Peace River is flooded, portions of
the Hudson Hope road will be required to be re-constructed around the flooded portions.
What a new road will mean is that through traffic would no longer have to use the
existing roads, thus making them safer for local traffic. It can also be said that reducing
traffic on the Fort St John to Dawson Creek section would be a good thing. An alternate
route is also desirable should the South Taylor Hill be subject to a catastrophic failure.

By this letter, we request more detailed information in regards to the management of
access and roads related to this project, including costs and any plans for joining the
Jackfish Road to the Alaska Highway at Fort St John. We would also like any
background information (from the original project plans) on the joining of these
highways. Please, also include what the current project plans would be for managing
area traffic, should this connector road not be constructed (ie: who would have access,
who could use the bridge and who would be responsible for managing “public” traffic on
the connector roads if they are left as industrial roads).

Your assistance in this matter is appreciated and thank you in advance for your
cooperation.

When you met in Victoria last fall, we briefly discussed Ministry of Community Services (MCS)

bylaw approvals and best practices. To recap that conversation, staff here review the materials

you provide and use them as the basis for advice to the Minister--if your submission addresses

the questions we are likely to get asked, the process is generally very straight forward. At

present, the focus of our advice is on provincial agency interests/concerns and first nations .
consultation. Outlined below are some best practices that are being used by some Regional

Districts. Borrowing from their successes, this approach will expedite advising the Minister:

« Al OCP Bylaws and land use bylaws requiring Ministerial approval are referred to area First
Nations (those who identify the area as part of their traditional territory) and relevant

provincial agencies for comment.

¢ Referral form (or letier) to First Nations clearly states the implications of the OCP or Zoning
Amendment (For example the rezoning is from X to Y to permit "a strata development of 52
medium density housing units and a neighbourhood park”).

e Referral correspondence to First Nations includes a map showing the general location of the
property, in addition to site maps or plans.

¢ FN Correspondence followed with an initial phone call to ensure the First Nation has received
ihe correspondence. The time frame for response Is highlighted (e.g. 30-45 days); If the
First Nation has not responded by the due date, regional district follows up with a second
phone call to remind them of the deadline.

¢ MCS provided with documentation of First Nation consultation efforts (including copies of
referral correspondence, First Nations response, meeting minutes if applicable, telephone
logs indicating the staff member who spoke with a First Nation representative and any
outcomes) as part of the bylaw submission package.

« MCS provided with documentation or summary of referral work with agencies. If a provincial
agency has indicated that they did not support the bylaw, please indicate how this was
addressed. If some Provincial agencies that seem obvious for referral did not receive a
referral because of an agreement between you and that agency, please let us know.

e« Including your planning report with your bylaw submission is also very helpful

consultation, which we hope to get to you soon. In the meantime, | hope this information is
helpful.

RE: MOTION FROM YOUR MAY 2008 MEETING

Northern Lights College recently announced a number of changes to its
programming and staffing.

Some programs were cut or altered, and some staff members were laid
off. As well, it was announced the Hudson's Hope Campus would close.

This process also allowed us to add a number of new programs and
create a number of new staff positions.

The Peace River Regional District passed a motion at its May meeting
asking for clarification on certain specific decisions made by Northern

Lights Coliege.

The first question was: “What happened to its community college
concept?”

The question can be interpreted in a number of ways, but it suggests that
NLC has abandoned the concept of offering college opportunities in
communities in northern B.C.

in fact, the opposite is true.

The highest priority for NLC is to provide educational opportunities for
learners in northern B.C. and to provide community service opportunities
wherever we are able.

Two of the communities in our service area, Chetwynd and Fort Nelson,
have been hit hard this year with closure announcements by Canfor. NLC
hosted job and education fairs in both communities to provide affected
workers with opportunities to look for new jobs, to go back to school, or to
obtain support in a difficult time. Some people were able to interview for
new jobs on the spot.

Through the Workforce Training/ Continuing Education department at
each campus, NLC offers safety courses and upgrading opportunities that
workers need to keep their jobs, or to advance to better-paying jobs. In
some cases, NLC will arrange to offer these courses right at a worksite, to
make it easier for employees to get the training they need.

NLC is developing programming, either on its own or through
partnerships with other institutions, that will allow northern B.C. students

to get some or all of the education and training they need without leaving
northern B.C. Examples include:

e Creating new, specialized Land and Resource Management programs
based in Fort St. John, but with courses offered through alternative
delivery models;

« offering the Alaska Highway Consortium on Teacher Education
program in Fort Neison, so that people living in the north can get
teacher training without leaving home;

e bringing the mobile welding unit to the Chetwynd Campus;
establishing videoconference facilities at its campuses so that
students in distant locations can take the same courses as students in
Fort St. John or Dawson Creek, without having to trave! hundreds of
kilometres to do so;

¢ maintaining a campus presence in Dease Lake and Atlin, so that
these remote areas of the province have access to post-secondary
education options;

» working with institutions such as University of Northern British
Columbia to offer programming such as Registered Nursing at NLC
campuses;,

+ developing credit transfer agreements with institutions such as Emily
Carr University and Royal Roads University, to allow credits earned at
NLC to count directly towards Bachelor's degrees in certain programs;

« working with Aboriginal groups to facilitate on-site training
opportunities, such as culinary arts at Halfway River and Fort Nelson;

« sitting on the boards of provincial organizations and advocating for
programming in the north, such as the Industry Training Authority’s
trades training trailer that visited numerous centres in northern B.C.
last year; and

» helping create the Oil and Gas Centre of Excelience, based in the
new Jim Kassen Industry Training Centre in Fort St. John, which will
ensure that northern B.C. is in the forefront of planning when it comes
to educating the workers needed in the oil and gas industry.

That said NLC also operates within programming and financial guidelines
as outlined by the Province of British Columbia. Based on those
guidelines, NLC administrators make what they believe are the
appropriate decisions on allocating funds and programming opportunities
to best serve all the communities.

The second question was: “What are the specific reasons for the
campus closure and the program relocation?”

Hudson’s Hope Campus closure:

The closure of the Hudson’s Hope Campus may be viewed as being at
odds with NLC’s commitment to northern B.C. communities.

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The decision to close Hudson’'s Hope Campus was not an easy one, but it
was done based on studying the involvement level of the community at

the campus.

Last year, for exampie, NLC invested approximately $14,000 in new
computers at the Hudson’s Hope Campus. They were available for
community use, and also with the hope that if they were available, the
College would see increased registration in Adult Basic Education (ABE)
and Continuing Education (CE). We also hired an on-site ABE instructor.
Neither of those measures resulted in increased enrolment.

NLC is considering leaving those computers in Hudson’s Hope, possibly
at the high school, and will discuss the options with School District 60.

Enrolment levels also were examined. In the past three years, registration
numbers have not been sufficient.

Between 2006 and 2008, the Hudson's Hope Campus totaled just over 24
full-time equivalent students (FTE), an average of approximately eight per
year. As well, in the Workforce Training/ Continuing Education
department, actual registration numbers in programs offered through the
Hudson's Hope Campus dropped 36 per cent during that same time
period, from 401 to 258.

NLC does recognize that maintaining program options is important to the
Hudson's Hope community. To ensure that happens:

» Howard Mayer, Dean of Business, Industry and Contract Training will
continue to work with BC Hydro to ensure that its training needs are
met.

« Staff at the Chetwynd Campus can be contacted to enroll in
Workforce Training/ Continuing Education programs or to arrange for
programs to be offered.

« And, NLC is committed to offering courses at locations within
Hudson's Hope, if the registration numbers warrant. Possible
locations could be at the Pearkes Centre, or the school, or other
temporary sites.

Therefore, please be assured that while the Coliege is closing its physical
location in Hudson’s Hope, NLC is not abandoning the community. NLC
remains committed to providing programming that is wanted and needed
to the residents of Hudson's Hope.

Chetwynd/ Esthetics and Nail Care Technology:

The 2008-09 intake of students in the Esthetics/ Nail Care Technology
program was undertaken with the full intent of having the program
completed at its location in Chetwynd.

Two specific developments occurred in the first quarter of 2008 that
necessitated the changes.

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The first was a decision by School District 59 to end bus service for
secondary school students between Dawson Creek and Chetwynd,
effective the end of the 2007-08 school year. The bus from Chetwynd to
Dawson Creek would continue to run. That decision prompted NLC
officials to examine alternative transportation options.

The other development involved a new Hairstyling/ Cosmetology
program. NLC received approval from the Industry Training Authority to
offer the new program, as well as funding to undertake renovations at the
South Peace campus facility to house the program.

Due to the inter-relatedness of the Esthetics and Cosmetology programs,
and the new state of the art facilities that would be constructed, the
decision was made that the Esthetics program would be relocated to

Dawson Creek.

The decision to move the program in the middle of its year became the
only tenable option once the busing decision was made.

NLC officials recognized that some of the students, specifically those who
either lived in Chetwynd or had moved to Chetwynd for the program,
would be inconvenienced by the decision.

As a result, Dean of Trades and Apprenticeship Jeff Lekstrom pledged to
work with the impacted students in dealing with issues such as
accommodation and childcare. He agreed that NLC would cover costs
incurred by students to amend leases or alter childcare arrangements.
And the availability of student residence space in Dawson Creek was

outlined.

NLC remains committed to offering quality programming in Chetwynd.
That is why NLC President Jean Valgardson believed it was important to
alert Chetwynd Mayor Evan Saugstad of the impending Esthetics move in
advance of the public announcement.

During that conversation she explained that NLC was working on a
number of new opportunities for the Chetwynd Campus, including:

» Chetwynd being one of the locations where courses would be offered
for a Registered Nursing program that is in the planning stages with
UNBC,

» NLC's mobile welding unit will be in Chetwynd starting in September.
Residents can take the first five months of the seven-month Level C
welding program at the Chetwynd Campus.

« More courses are being offered that are prerequisites for admission
into programs such as Social Services Worker Diploma and Alaska
Highway Consortium on Teacher Education.

The third question was: “Why has the college not consuited or
communicated with the communities involved?”

w
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With regard to the Hudson’s Hope closure, NLC utilized actual numbers
with regard to expenditures and registration numbers.

With regard to the Esthetics program, it was a programming decision and
NLC attempted to come up with other workable alternatives. In the end,
moving the program was the one that best served the majority of students
while not unduly negatively impacting the remainder of the class.

Overall. because both of these decisions involved staffing issues, due to
the issue of privacy, NLC simply could not hold any of these discussions
in a forum outside of its Administration Committee. We are sure that all
municipal government officials understand the importance of in camera
sessions when it comes to land, labour and legal issues.

To close, we value our community role and our responsibilities to
learners, in particular. As a Board, we see that enriching and enhancing
the lives of learners in the College region has a direct impact on the

communities they live in and support.

The role of the community college is changing in terms of the
expectations of government, and we know that while training
opportunities will be a priority, they may not match the local expectations

of what NLC should provide.

In order to assist the communities within the region the College serves to
realize and understand this changing role, we will make greater efforts to
communicate the general issues we face and we will ask for your
participation in advocating for Northern Lights College.

To open these lines of communication, the College’s President and CEOQ,
Jean Valgardson, is willing to meet with Peace River Regional District
directors, or attend municipal council meetings, to discuss the College’s
Strategic Plan.

RE Population Health and Oif and Gas Activities (“The Medd Report”)

Dear Mr. Gowe:

Thank you for your letter dated June 10, 2008 regarding Dr. Lorna Medd's Population Heaith and Oif
and Gas Activities: A Preliminary Assessment of the Situation in North Eastern BC.

Dr Medd's report was a report to the Board of Northern Health (NH). It was a “preliminary” report
prepared by the Medical Health Officer (MHO) with the assistance of a graduate student to bring
attention to the issue, and to help identify some of the important issues related to Qil and Gas
development in the NE. While it did contain recommendations, it was not an action plan in and of
itself. In that regard, NH is not necessartly committed to implementing it or to setting timelines for
implementation of individual recommendations. While Dr. Medd may have spoken of developing a
formal memorandum of understanding between stakeholders while working on her report, this was
not one of the recommendations contained in it.

The Board did receive the Report last falt and endorsed its general themes, again without committing
to implementing the individual recommendations. At that time the Board announced that Dr.
Badenhorst would be asked to develop a process to improve the linkages between NH, the other
government stakehotders, the public, and industry to help ensure that health issues were adequately
considered and discussed. In addition, Dr. Badenhorst was to encourage research into the health
and service impacts of oil and gas development to further inform the discussion.

Dr. Badenhorst is currently working to set up a working group with representation from the Oil and
Gas Commission, NH, MEMPR, industry, and the public with a view to ensuring that discussions
about the health impacts of cil and gas development are open and transparent and that gaps in
information and practice are identified and addressed. Additionally, it is hoped that this group will be
of assistance in identifying research priorities that will support and protect the health of NE residents.

The potential influences that rapid industrial development has on the health of a population is
muiltifaceted and complex ranging from direct effects such as occupational injuries, toxic exposures to
workers and the public, to less direct ones, such as the economic and social changes that may
influence the availability of housing for “marginalized” people, increases in drug and alcohol use, and
changes in the rates of sexually transmitted infections. We think that the creation of a working group
that includes all of the key stakeholders will be of real assistance to us in our work of providing
responsive health services and protecting the public's health and that it will be the most productive
way forward in addressing the themes that Dr. Medd helped identify.

OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS

1.

The proposed area to be subdivided is located within the Agricultural Land Reserve and therefore requires
Iand Commission approval under the provisions of the Agricultural Land Commission Act.

The subject property is currently designated as “Rural Resource - Agricultural” within the North Peace
Official Community Plan By-law No. 820, 1993, where the minimum parcel size is 63 hectares (135 acres).
The proposed subdivision does not meet this minimum parcel size requirement. However, this proposal
appears to conform to Policy 3(a) of the OCP designation which permits the subdivision of parcels less then
63 hectares (155 acres) in situations where “the creation of a parcel not less than 1.8 ha (4.5 acres) is to meet
the residential requirements of the owner, owner’s relative, or farm help, where the broader interests of
agriculture are not compromised.” Thus, an OCP amendment will not be required.

Pursuant to the Peace River Regional District Zoning By-law No. 1343, 2001, the subject property falls
within the A-2 (Large Agricultural Holding Zone) for which the minimum parcel size is 63 hectares (155
acres). The proposed subdivision does not meet the minimum parcel size requirement under the A-2 zone.
However. should the subdivision proposal meet the requirements of Section 946 of the Local Government

Act, a zoning amendment will not be required.

The property is within the area studied for the Fort St. John & Area Comprehensive Development Plan but
not identified for future development.

The subject property is within the Fort St. John Rural Fire Protection Area.

There is one abandoned well site within ~1 km of the subject property.

IMPACT ANALYSIS

g.A
While the area is within the Agricultural Land Reserve, it should be noted that viable agricultural
production would be limited by adverse soil conditions. In addition, the proposed subdivision may have
only a limited impact on the agricultural potential of the subject property, as the proposed boundaries
under consideration take in the existing homesite and yard site development and do not utilize any areas
that are currently under production.
The proposed subdivision would not be consistent in size and use with the surrounding agricultural lots

in the area.
The proposed subdivision and residential use will make use of current independent on-site services such

as sewage, water, and road access.
This subdivision could potentially increase the local population by 3 persons (BC Statistics, 2006) and

the number of vehicles in the area by 2 (BC Statistics, 1996).

OPTIONS

1.

THAT the Regional Board authorize the application to proceed to the Agricultural Land
Commission on the basis that the proposed subdivision is consistent with the objectives, policies
and development criteria of Section 2.2 of the North Peace Official Community Plan, specifically

Policy 3(a).
THAT the Regional Board refuse the ALR Subdivision application as submitted.
