An office has
been established in Chetwynd, B.C.; and a workforce of 80 to 100 is expected at the
mine site with 40 others located at the wash plant and other facilities.

As part of the Environmental Assessment process, consultations with the District of
Chetwynd and the Peace River Regional District, as well as notification to people within a
six mile radius of the coal haul are being undertaken. An amendment to the
Environmental Assessment Certificate will occur as a result of the corporation’s proposal
for an alternate connector route, as the highway haul through Chetwynd is causing some
concern.

Don Watt advised the directors of the strict load cover requirements and of the large
truck parking area at the Maple Leaf maintenance shop location in Chetwynd. He also
spoke of the development of a truck wash facility at the Willow Creek Site.

Trident Exploration Corporation, which was established in 2000 as a private corporation
has a mandate to develop unconventional gas in western Canada. Mike Finn, VP
Exploration stated the corporation is looking forward to doing business in this part of
the world. They are planning for success, while stifl acknowledging they don't have all
the information in yet. They plan on adopting the best operating / engineering
practices possible.

Senior Geologist, Darren Tisdale pointed out an area on the enlarged map of the Sunrise
Area where a vertical well would be drilled, then pointed out a second location to assess
the target horizons and then go on to drill a horizontal well. They will be contacting
local residents who would be in the vicinity of the proposed exploratory sites.

A question and answer period ensued where suggestions and comments were made
regarding developing an early rapport with surrounding residents; planned accessibility
to the wells; management and upkeep of road surfaces; communication with the Ministry
of Transportation; and the value of purchasing focally where ever possible.

Director Caton expressed appreciation for drilling on the quarter of the section, rather
than in the middle, stating he has been advocating for this for years.

Re: Hydro Consultations

As a stakeholder group, the Peace Valley Environment Association participated in meetings and
open houses held by BC Hydro Site C project Team. It has become increasingly apparent that the
consultation process is strongly biased in support of Site C without giving due consideration to
either alternative energy options or the detrimental impacts of the proposed dam in northeastern

British Columbia.

A review of BC Hydro’s Pre Consultation Summary Report (March 15, 2008) indicates the BC
Hydro team was unable or unwilling to answer many of the questions poised by the various
stakeholder groups during the first round of meetings. Information presented at the Site C open
houses held in several local communities, was also rife with misinformation and errors. One
example of such misleading information was a series of maps created by BC Hydro that failed to
indicate to the public that, in addition to the actual size of the reservoir (i.e., high water level),
the potential for landslides around the proposed reservoir would necessitate creating a “safe line’
that would considerably increase the actual footprint of the dam. In an attempt to promote
recreational value of the reservoir created by the proposed Site C dam, BC Hydro has
downplayed safety concerns associated with soughing banks, which they admit could result in
the reservoir being closed to public access.

>

Before stage 2 of the consultation process proceeds, the Peace Valley Environment Association
is meeting with other stakeholder groups to ensure all parties are well informed of the issues
concerning the proposed dam. Therefore, we respectfully request an invitation to attend your
September meeting, where we could present another perspective on the impacts of Site C on the
Peace River Valley and its tributaries, the citizens of the Peace Region and the province as a

whole.

Egg production
methods impact:

s land use; what types of egg farms and production methods we aliow in our community and thus the
armount of land available for agricultural purposes (and its by-products);

s the environment: large amounts of chicken manure from confinement eperations cannot be
absorbed adequately In local fields and thus nitrates and phosphorous leach into the soil, water and
gir (and alr particulates from manure can cause asthma);

s« public health: the continual use of anti-blotics to thwart disease - and to promote animal growth -
leads to anti-blotic resistant bacteria which in turn enables the mutation and spread of disease to
animais and humans;

» the economy: factory farms have been known to decrease residential property values in the
surrounding area, and the reliance on confinement technology versus traditional husbandry reduces
the need for farm workers,

+ consumer choice: as the majority of egg farms use battery cages, and the Egg Boards control
supply, consumers have little choice when it comes to the eggs they can buy in grocery stores and

at restaurants.

Furthermare, with the rising cost of fuel, trangport of food preducts to our region escatates. Many
communities are talking about how they can became more refiant on local food production.

I am writing this letter on behalf of the District of Tumbler Ridge to request a letter of
support for our Community Forest Probationary License Application.

Tumbler Ridge has always possessed great interest in securing forest tenure in and around
its community for a variety of social and economic reasons. In March of 2005, after several
years of lobbying, the District Tumbler Ridge was invited to apply for a community forest
license, which in the probationary stages equates to an annual harvesting volume of
20,000m’. For Tumbler Ridge, the main objectives of establishing a Community Forest are
to:
» Cooperatively fulfill our desire to diversify the town’s economic base through
forestry-based activities;
e To establish a viable, diverse community-based forest industry, and;
¢ To directly manage some of our surrounding lands in a sustainable manner for the
long-term benefit of the town. This includes the stewardship of our town aquifer,
fire hazard mitigation, Mountain Pine Beetle (MPB) attack response, maintenance
and enhancement of recreational infrastructure, as well as the protection of
significant palacontological resources.

The process of identifying a Community Forest tenure area was long and arduous, a
situation that was made even more difficult by the infestation of the MPB and the
Hourglass Fire of 2006, which decimated a large part of the original application area. With
the patience and support of the Peace Forest District office, an area has finally been defined
and a map has been attached for your reference. In addition, I have also attached a brief
informational document that summarizes the purpose and scope of Community Forests in
British Columbia for anyone that is unfamiliar.

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BACKGROUND INFORMATION ON COMMUNITY FORESTS IN B.C.

Excerpt from "The Community Forestry Guidebook: Tools and Techniques for
Communities in British Columbia"

Definitions

The definitions of community forestry are as numerous and varied as the communities
trying to implement them. Community forestry involves the three pillars of sustainable
development: social, ecological, and economic sustainability. At its core, community
forestry is about local control over, and enjoyment of, the benefits offered by local forest
resources. These benefits are both monetary and non-monetary. On the monetary side,
benefits include local employment and economic development. Non-monetary benefits
are derived from the many values associated with forests, including ecological (such as
the protection of drinking water), cultural, spiritual, medicinal, recreational, and aesthetic
values.

The legal arrangements that permit the conduct of community forestry are varied. For
example, community forests can exist where a municipality owns forest land, or where
land is managed through a covenant. In British Columbia, however, community forests
are most often established when the government grants forest management rights to a
community as a tenure arrangement, or licence. Examples include: Community Forest
Agreements, Forest Licences, and Tree Farm Licences.

What Are the Benefits of Community Forestry?
Some of the numerous benefits of community forestry include:

» Long-term community economic development resulting in the increased self-
reliance of rural communities.

» Local employment in rural communities.

¢ Local-level decision making that leads to locally appropriate decisions and
improves the incentives to consider the long-term benefits of sustainable
management.

+ Increased potential to resolve conflicts over timber harvesting in watersheds and
other sensitive arcas.

» Protection of drinking watersheds, viewscapes, and other values that are important
to communities and to local and regional economic activity.

« Enhanced opportunities for education and research. Community forests can be
laboratories for testing innovative forest practices.

+ Community participation in resource management leads to an improved
awareness of forest management among members of the public.

A Brief History of Community Forestry in British Columbia .

1945: The concept of community forestry first developed in the province when Gordon
Sloan, in the Royal Commission on the Forest Resources of British Columbia of 1945,
recommended that municipalities manage local forests. This recommendation led to the
establishment of the Mission Municipal Forest . In 1957, the second Sloan Commission
recommended expanding this concept to involve other municipalities, but nothing came
of this proposal.

1976: Yet another Royal Commission led by Peter Pearse supported the expansion of
community forests. He said: "Local governments that are prepared to integrate their lands
with surrounding Crown forest land is one attractive possibility. The sensitive balance _
between timber production, recreation, and other non-commercial forest uses that are |
particularly valuable close to centres of population can in these cases be struck locally,
making resource management highly responsive to local demands.”

Between that time and the late 1990s, only a handful of community forests were
established in the province. These included: Revelstoke, Kaslo, and Creston. Each of
these communities holds industrial forms of forest tenure—a Tree Farm Licence in the
case of Revelstoke, and Forest Licences in Kaslo and Creston.

1998: To design a forest tenure specific to community forestry, the British Columbia

Ministry of Forests introduced the Community Forest Agreement, and set up the

Community Forest Pilot Project. Eighty-eight communities expressed interest in ;
participating in this project, and 27 developed full proposals. Currently, 11 pilot

community forest agreements have been granted. Although these are only pilots, the

Forests Statutes Amendment Act (1998, Bill 34) includes provisions for the replacement

of the pilot agreements with long-term community forest agreements (of 25-99 years).

2003: The provincial government announced its intention to double the Small Tenures
Program, which includes woodlots and community forests. Doubling the volume of the
Allowable Annual Cut (AAC) allocated to community forests will clearly not meet the
demand. The BCCFA sees this proposed doubling as the first phase of a larger expansion
in provincial community forestry.

2004: The provincial government made changes to the Forest Act and regulations that
replaced the pilot program with a 5-year probationary term, and allowed for direct
awarding of Community Forest Agreements (CFA).

2005: 33 new communities are invited to apply for a CFA, significantly expanding the
program.

2006: Burns Lake Community Forest Corp. and Esketemc First Nation receive their 25-
year tenures. By October there are 43 communities either in the application process or
operating a CFA.

2007: CFAs are recognized as a unique form of tenure with costs above those within the
appraisal system. A new pricing arrangement is now in place resulting in an 85%
reduction to the Interior Appraisal Manual Tabie 6.1 and a 70% reduction to the Average
Sawlog Stumpage Rates for the Coast Region.

1. 1tis the intention of the applicants to develop and operate a 60 site RV Park with services, including a building for
laundry and showers and a building for an office.

2. The subject property is within the Agricultural Land Reserve. The ALC has approved an RV Park on the property
by Resolution #351/2008.

3. The subject property is designated “Rural Resource - Agricultural” pursuant to North Peace Official Community
Plan Bylaw No. 820, 1993. An RV Park is not a permitted use within this designation. However, Temporary Use
Permits are allowed under Policy 12, Section 2.15 of this bylaw, which states: “The Regiona! Board may by
resolution issue temporary use permits throughout the Plan area, with specific conditions for commercial and
industrial uses up 1o a maximum of two years, with a maximum two year extension, upon application for
commercial and industrial uses, without contravening the policies and objectives of this Plan™.

4. The subject property is zoned A-2 (Large Agricultural Holdings) pursuant to Peace River Regional District Zoning
Bylaw No. 1343, 2001. An RV Park is not a permitted use within this zone. The applicants are applying for a
Temporary Commercial Use Permit, which would allow for the proposed temporary commercial use for a period
of up to two years.

1. The proposed modular office is for a tight industrial use and is consistent with the existing [-1 Zone. The
proposed location for the modular office meets all other setback requirements,

2. The proposed 5.8 metre (19 ft) front setback variance is a 17% reduction in the FRONT PARCEL LINE setback.

The I-1 Zone (Light Industrial Zone) restricts the FRONT PARCEL LINE setback to 7.0 m (23 ft). The applicant
wishes to locate a 74.3 m” (800 ft*) modular office measuring 6.1 m x 12.2 m (20 ft x 40 fi) between the existing
shop and Alder Road.

The subject property is located within the Agricultural Land Reserve. However, pursuant to section 23(1) of
the Agricultural Land Commission Act “restrictions on the use of agricultural land do not apply to land that,
on December 21, 1972, was...less than 2 acres in area.” Therefore, no ALR application is required.

The subject property is designated Settlement in the West Peace Official Community Plan Bylaw No. 1086,
1997. This designation supports residential and mixed residential/commercial land uses. The proposed
building is consistent with this zone.
