In response to the Board's invitation to attend a meeting to discuss traffic concerns,
Renee Mounteney, District Manager - Ministry of Transportation introduced Derek
Drummond, infrastructure - Ministry of Transportation; as well as ICBC representatives:
Diana Pozer, Road Safety Coordinator- North (East} and Robson Valley; Paul delLeur,
Vancouver; and David Dean, Road Safety Engineer. The delegation referred to the
executive summary of the Highway 2 (Alberta border to Dawson Creek) Corridor Study
which was undertaken in the fall of 2006 to identify the deficiencies and recommend a
plan for improvements in quality and service for the movement of people and goods in a
safe, effective, and efficient manner. Ms. Mounteney commented that although the
traffic volume seems high, it has been determined that Highway 2 is presently operating
at an acceptable level of service except for the single lane northbound sections adjacent

to the existing southbound climbing lane.

Table ES-1 of the report outlines improvements / rankings which have been identified to
incorporate passing lanes, feft turn lanes, climbing lanes, etc. on the highway over the

next few years.

A questions and answer period ensued regarding the following:
+ projected increase in the volume of traffic primarily due to industry;
e how data is collected; does it include a breakdown of who is driving e.g.
industrial workers driving;
o whether the length of vehicles is taken into consideration; and
» at what point in the traffic count is twinning the highway recommended.

Ms. Mounteney stated the calculation used for a decision on twinning the highway is
very complex. It would require bringing in an engineer to explain how the calculation is
made. She stated that even during busier times, the traffic count is still far under the

levels where twinning would be considered.

As a concerned citizen, Joe Figura reported on the traffic counts he undertook in 2008
for Highway 2 (Alberta border to Dawson Creek), and Highway 37 (Dawson Creek to Fort
St. John). Along with the detailed results, Mr. Figura presented ICBC statistics of crashes
and fatalities that have occurred on the two highways over the last five years. Mr.
Figura felt that the Ministry of Transportation could not present accurate traffic counts
which reflect the current / future expected increases in industrial traffic. He disagreed
with the Ministry's assessment of there being no need for twinning of the highways. He
displayed a newspaper article “Peace Roads the Death Roads” and ran a (iDC news clip
of an interview he had done regarding safety issues on Highway 2.

Mr. Figura further expressed concern regarding a recent truck / pipe load accident which
occurred within the Village of Pouce Coupe, and stated its residents should be very
concerned as this could be an indication of more accidents to come. He was adamant
that the province begin planning now and not wait until more preventable deaths occur

before they take action toward twinning of the highways.

Discussion ensued regarding other contributing factors which lead to accidents on these
and other highways throughout the region such as: industrial worker fatigue, lack of
adequate RCMP surveillance, uneducated drivers; excessive speed, undue care and
attention. The directors stated they would be interested in seeing a comparison of Mr.
Figura's traffic count figures with counts taken in areas where the highways are already

twinned.
The meeting recessed for coffee at 11:00 a.m.

The meeting reconvened at 11:10 a.m.

The Chair welcomed the Honourable Blair Lekstrom, Minister of Community Development
to the meeting.

Prior to discussion regarding the provincial requirements of recording tangible assets,
Minister Lekstrom defended the province's history of providing funding toward the
improvement of highway safety throughout the region. He complimented Mr. Figura for
the work he had done in relation to traffic counting, however felt he had done a
disservice to his presentation today, by not making mention of the 200 million dollars
that the province has spent on upgrading both highways and rural roads in the region
since 2001. He said there isn't a day that goes by that the North and South Peace
MLA’s don't make the province aware of the needs in the region. He said we are making
slow and sure progress on our roads; however the pace is barely keeping up to the

economy in the region.

Minister Lekstrom referred to the provincial legislation which requires all local
governments to put a value on their tangible assets in order to make their financial
position open to the public. He felt this should have been done long ago. He
encouraged the Peace River Regional District to apply for the infrastructure planning
grant which Minister Chong made available in 2007. He stated that the province has
also funded financial officers' association workshops to assist in compliance with this

requirement.

On behalf of the Moberly Lake Cornmunity Assocation, | am pleased to submit a CD copy of our draft Moberty
{_ake Community Watershed Stewardship Strategy for which the PRRD provided a funding contribution along
with MLCA and other private/public agency support. You may recafl from our original submission, that this
was a two-track Public Education and Research/Pianning process since it was initiated in spring 2005.

The first component involved Communily Watsrshed Extension initiative to raise awareness about various
aspects of watershed stewardship including shoreline protection, water quality management, well and septic
system maintenance, and other land-use management for a range of public stakeholders. The second
component involved articulation of this Watershed Stewardship Strategy that focused on designation of new
Sensitive Areas Protection, Water Quality and Supply Management, Sustainable Lakeshore Development
and Long-Term Planning and Implementation. While the strategy addresses issues of both private and
Crown land, this Strategy was prepared to dovetail with certain water management objectves of existing land-
use plans that have been completed (Dawson Creek LRMP), and as yet non-ratified Peace Moberly Tract
SRMP.

Finally, and most significantly the Commitiee feels the Strategy is designed to ensure greater compliance with
govemment regulations such as the Drinking Water Protection Act, Riparian Areas Regulation, and fecleral
Fisheries habitat protection legisiation. In essence, the Strategy is aimed at overcoming gaps in land and

water management in the Moberly Lake watershed, yet leaves room for the First Nations in particular, to

further articulate both point-source/non-point "Water Source Protection “goals ( now required by water
purveyors under new INAC guidelines) in the upper Moberly Watershed that were beyond the scope of this
project

The MLCA Watershed Committee is a volunteer group which consisted of representatives from both
the rural community and both the Saulteau and West Moberly First Nations provided oversight on the
project. Through this process, our hope is that the Strategy will serve as a foundation for preparing the
1997 West Peace Official Community Plan and provide greater protection of watershed and Lake
stewardship goals. We are confident that the tables that articulate specific objectives, actions and
implementation targets will form a solid basis for improved management and to highlight a few key next
steps, the Committee recommends:

R Acknowledgement of receipt of the draft Strategy by the PRRD Board of Directors, and
agreement to consider such recommendations in the next West Peace Official Community
Plan;

R Regional District and provincial agency review over a 3-6 month period (to Feb 09) of the
Strategy to determine consistencies, gaps, opportunities and comments on how the proposed
strategic actions fit with existing legisiation/plans;

R Distribution of the Strategy to other watershed stakeholders (interest groups, industry, private

cartnry far rammante by Marsh NQ-
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Thanks again to the PRRD for its significant support of our community watershed stewardship goals
through this initiative. Given that Moberly Lake is one of the most significant regional amenities, and a
growing centre for both residential and resource development, we trust that our work will further a
process of consensus-building around this community planning priority.

I am writing to express West Coast Environmental Law’s concern about the
government’s failure to amend the oil and gas well/facility setback distances
(“setbacks”), and to offer recommendations on how these distances should

be established going forward.

As set out below, the issue of setbacks has been identified as a key area of
concern among a broad array of stakeholders in Northeast BC for several
years Nnow. ,

Despite this, and despite the fact that government has repeatedly committed
to taking action, nothing has been done that we are aware of to address this
issue through changes to the regulatory regime.

Recent History of Government Commitments Regarding Setbacks

In October 2003, the Advisory Committee recommended to the BC Oil and
Gas Commission (OGC) that it should research the criteria that the Alberta
Energy and Utilities Board (AEUB) has in place in Alberta regarding the
proximity of well sites. At the time, the OGC noted that it was monitoring
the AEUB review of sour gas well setbacks. We are not aware of any
formal/public response issued by the OGC, or the Ministry of Energy, Mines
and Petroleum Resources (MEMPR), in response to the AEUB review.

n December 2005, MEMPR released the Oil and Gas Regulatory Improvement
Initiative: Discussion Paper. Setbacks were flagged in the paper as an area of

0 2 3 7008
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key concern for regional stakeholders. The paper notced that MEMPR and the c - 7
OGC planned to conduct further research on setback distances. We are not
aware of any further research on this issue that has been made available to

the public.

On April 5, 2006, you stated in the Legislative Assembly that you hoped the
report by the Western Interprovincial Scientific Studies Association (WISSA), .
which was pending, and some other unspecified work the Ministry would be
doing, would help inform government how to move forward on the issue of
setbacks. The WISSA report was published in May 2006.! However, we are
not aware of any formal/public response issued by MEMPR in response to
this report, as it relates to setbacks. Further, we are not aware of what other
work MEMPR was contemplating in relation to setbacks, of whether it was
actually done.

On February 20, 2007, a Northeast Energy and Mines Advisory Committee
(NEEMAC) meeting was held. A “Well Placements (Setbacks) Background
Reading” paper was prepared by government for the meeting. However, we
have been advised that this meeting did not lead to any recommendations
from NEEMAC on setbacks and that, other than this meeting, NEEMAC has
not been asked to address the issue of setbacks.

In February 2007, the government released its Energy Plan, in which it made
the following commitments under the heading, “Building Better
Relationships with Landowners”:

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On May 15, 2008, during the Estimates debates for MEMPR, you stated that c 7

you intended to implement the Medd Report. We are not aware of any
concrete action taken to date in relation to setbacks.

On May 29, 2008, the Government passed a new Oil and Gas Activities Act.
We understand that MEMPR is currently in the process of developing new
regulations under that Act and that it will be seeking some limited public
input into the development of these regulations. We are unaware, however,
if any of the new/amended regulations being developed are in relation to
setbacks.

Finally, we note that we are not the only ones concerned about the setback
issue. In a letter to dated August 28, 2008, the Peace River Regional District
requested information as to what process the Province currently has in place
in order to review/modify setback distances.

Questions

In light of the above, please advise if there is currently a process in place in
which the Province is actively assessing the setback issue? If so:

1. what does that process consist of?

2. who is participating in the process and, in particular, does it include
landowners, First Nations and local governments from the
Northeast? and

3. what is the timeline for that process to deliver results?

If no process is currently being undertaken, when will it in light of the
government’s commitments over the last five years? '

Recommendations

Looking forward, we are calling on MEMPR to implement the following
recommendations in relation to new setback regulations (which we trust are

* forthcoming):

1) The immediate establishment of an interim one kilometre setback
distance for all new oil and gas wells/facilities;

2) The undertaking of a rigorous scientific process to fully examine
setback distances. This should include extensive baseline testing and
an examination of the manner in which “sour gas” is currently defined
in the BC legislation.

3) The establishment of a process to widely consult with impacted
landowners, First Nations and local governments to obtain their input
on the setback distance issue.

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4) The using of the information obtained through the scientific and
consultation processes to establish new setback regulations, Such c . 7
regulations should establish setback distances that ensure that oil and
gas wells/facilities do not endanger human health and otherwise
negatively impact on landowners, First Nations and communities.

5) The implementation of a royalty program that would provide an
economic incentive for energy companies to drill their wells even
farther back than the setback distances established in the regulations.

We note that the idea of establishing a royalty credit program for
setbacks was proposed by Bill Dirks, President of Samson Canada Ltd.,
in a letter sent to you and then OGC Commissioner; Derek Doyle, in
2004%. Samson Canada Ltd. was drilling sour gas wells in the Fort St.
John region at the time.

In short, the royalty credit program would be designed such that
energy companies would receive an economic benefit if they
voluntarily assumed the extra risks associated with long offset-drilling.

In summary, the setback issue has languished for long enough. It is time for
the government to follow through on its commitments and take immediate

action.

As such, we look forward to your timely response to this letter, and timely
implementation of new setback regulations that draw on the
recommendations set out above.
