Unfortunately, this particular parcel of land was never protected from the impact
of other land uses and developments. The application for subdivision is very
vague in its descriptors of the parcels of land that would be subdivided off. Are
they viable parcels of land that another owner would be able to utilize for
agriculture purposes? The importance of a well prepared application cannot be
stressed enough. Although the soil classification is less than moderate for the
majority of the land base, the SW corner's soil classification is even worse,
indicating that this parcel of land would be unusable for agriculture purposes. At
this time, the subdivision is not supported.

The Board needs to consider a service function
along with what the service might look like before making too many undeliverable
promises.

His research examines rural and small town community development,
and community strategies for coping with social and economic change, all with a focus upon northern
BC’s resource-based towns.

PRRD / UNBC Seniors’ Needs Profect:

In his opening statement Greg Halseth briefly referred to the history of the creation of the University of
Northern British Columbia and thanked those present for the support they gave in the early stages of its

development. He said it is a great reward to come back and relay the results of the report which examined
housing and support service needs for seniors in the communities and rural areas of the region.

In response to presentations made to the Peace River Regional District by groups concerned with the lack
of adequate housing and home care services available to seniors in the region, the Peace River Regional
District Health Liaison Committee commissioned the Seniors® Needs Survey through the University of
Northern BC. Its Community Development Institute distributed over 7 thousand surveys from May 2006
to May 2007. The 22.1% response rate is considered a good response to a mail out survey.

They would like assistance to
be able to stay in their own homes longer. Design issues can be a problem for wheelchair
accessibility. Currently there are homecare service issues, There is always a great deal of
uncertainty about what services are available.

¢ Northern Health was challenged a number of years ago to consider house cleaning and lawn
cutting, as critical health services to the elderly, as deterioration of these has an effect on the
mental health of the struggling senior.

¢ A modestly equipped local health centre can deliver important services in small communities, and
the information can be sent electronically. We need to be smart about this as well.

Don Manson stated we have a trem‘en‘do_us opportunlty coming, where there are a great number of retirees who
are fit, healthy, well educated, skilled leaders, and could be a very significant asset as they want to contribute
back to society. Aging healthy and happy in your own home is the dominant model. European services are a lot
closer to one another, so we don’t compare to them. In the United States, snowbirds go home when they need
care. Two things hold people in our communities: family and friends. Family can care for us as we age, friends
can help. The friendship networkoutnumbers the family network. That is a bit of a challengg, it is going to push
demands for homecare among other things.

Joe Judge encapsulated the morning discussions by stating there is a lot of information we can access, but the
point is - where do we go from here? That is our challenge.

The attendees expressed appreciation to the staff of the Peace River Regional District for organizing the meeting
to present valuable information, and for inviting community input into the dialogue in an effort to come up with
solutions to better meet the needs of the growing seniors’ population in the region.

NH is satisfied with the new wording related to minimum parcel sizes of 4 and 2 acres, with
emphasis given to ‘suitable soil conditions' for on-site sewage disposal.

It was noted that the Regional District is working with Northern Health in regards to options for
alternative onsite sewerage systems in the rural areas.

An explanation was given in regards to the rationat of using a 20 acre minimum parcel size in
the High Density Residential (HDR) designation, when not connected to a community sewer
system. This approach encourages compact development, where future developers will
incorporate a community sewer system that will allow subdivision with min. parcel sizes of 0.5
acre, rather than considering un-serviced subdivision with a min. parcel size of 20 acres;
especially in those areas in close proximity to the city edge.

Highways expressed concern, regarding ownership of community sewage systems and
emphasized that their ministry is unable to take on extra responsibility related to assisting the

public with solutions to their sewage systems.

Section 14.12 Workplan, references the proposal for the Regional District to collaborate with
Northern Heaith to research alternative on-site sewage disposal options for rural lots.
Add, Ministry of Transportation to the review process, as referenced in Sec.14.12 Workplan.

City of Fort St. John :

The City indicated that the OCP needed to be clear that the City of Fort St. John is not
prepared to expand city services for sewer or water to the rural areas at this time.

I was pleased to have the opportunity to work with all of 'you on this plan. |
believe it to be a very worthwhile effort by our Regional District to establish a future
direction for the communities of Fort St. John and Charlie Lake.

The two communities were distinctly separate for many years but due to growth
of both they are now virtually one. This then requires serious consideration as to how
they might come together and the Regional District must help to facilitate this process.

Lands adjoining each community such as NE of 2-84-19 (Sid Johns) have been
removed from the ALR to facilitate the natural growth progression even though these

lands are high quality soils with a good climate.
I belicve the advisory committee has been cognizant of this growth pattern and

have recommended against the outward expansion of the City of Fort St. John to the

north, east or south.
}am concerned about the recommendation that parcels to the south east of Fort St,

John (Map 6 — SE and SW of Sec. 27-83-1 8) have been recommended for exclusion from
the ALR and to be used as medium density residential. This would extend development
of the city into an agricultural arca and would further encourage the growth to the east
which would be undesireable.

The second recommendation involves a small parcel (remainder of SW ¥ of
14 _ 84-19 — Map 4) that was partially subdivided many years ago which is now being
recommended for medium density residential. The development of the poor capability on
hillside lands in this area has been allowed leading to extensive development but a line
must be drawn where development goes no farther north into agricultural lands and that

buffers be maintained. This parcel is arable and is farmed and should remain in the ALR.

The other area | am concemed about is Section 26 and S.1/2 of Section 25-83-19
(Map 5) that comprises approximately 500 acres of good agricultural land recommended
for light serviced industrial. 1t is appreciated that this proposal makes a square corner to

the City of Fort St. John but it is a huge expense to agriculture

First of all, T truly commend your efforts on the project and am
pleased about the 2nd draft round. T especially am pleased with
request on Page 14 , #8(i)and (ii).

There is one other area of concern that I would like o point out.
Within Section 2 -Agriculture on page 16-17, under Section 2.2.2
Policies (¢) and (d)

Policy (c) My concern with this one is the "non farm usage” regarding
mining, gravel ,oil/gas wells and pipelines identified under "general
usage”.

I would suggest that these be under the heading “non farm" usage
which would immediately bring the focus back to the ALR's guidelines.
The implication is that the land owner, or farmer must be involved in
the application process from the start. In other words, we are stating
that these activities are not a permittable use without the express
consent of the landowner. The application must go through the PRRD
processing system and therefore vetted through local governance.

Second: under Policy 1(d) Under the Oil and Gas Production Facilities,
stating "may be considered” subject to zoning regulations.

The big issue here is the "re-zoning” implications for such a facility. To
me, it reminds me too much of our concern with"spot zoning” (our sore
point!) . I woulid suggest that if this facility is "rezoned” I-4 for
instance and becomes “industrial” it is now out of the ALR and
therefore does NOT need 1o ever be reclaimed for farmland. This

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seems to run contrary o our overall policy of maintaining consistancy
with ALL farmland and to have no exceptions for any industry, or
subdivision regardless under the NEW OCP.

concern is that the trees are now thirteen to fourteen feet tall and there is no
intention to harvest them, which may not be the best use of prime agriculture
land.

Included in the conference call were Mr. Edward Butt, Rickett Benckiser
England, Mr. Allan Robinson and Mr. Michael Wells, Rickett Benckiser BC,
The concern regarding the impact on agricultural land was expressed.

Mr. Butt advised that the company had considered the issue of agriculture land
and had contacted various ministers to discuss whether the planting of trees was
a legal use of land. He further advised that the land was considered marginal
from an economic feasibility standpoint, which is the only type of land the
company considers using. The land s taxed residential as the use does not fit
into either an agriculture or forestry taxation category.

This project came about due to climate changes caused by human activity.
Twenty percent of gases are derived from land use changes; such as, cutting
trees in Malaysia for farming, population growth and demand for food.
