It also showed the ‘red, yellow and green zones’ criteria
used for pipelines. The various coloured zones indicate where cultivation can and cannot
occur. They also explained that the sites are not expected to be decommissioned in the

next twenty to thirty years.

The purpose of the presentation was to indicate to the Board the amount of property
taxes paid by their member companies and to request some understanding and support
from the Board when the companies apply to have the tax base reduced. They further
explained that the expectation is that BC will become more competitive and make the
prospect of their member companies to invest in BC more attractive.

The Chair thanked them for their presentation.
The meeting recessed at 12:30 p.m.

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Screening Report: Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge, Peace River Region, British
Columbia :

In July 2007, Karen Goodings of the Peace River Regional District sent to the Secretariat
of the Historic Sites and Monuments Board of Canada (HSMBC) a request for
designation of the Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge.' The bridge is considered by the nominator
to be the last surviving curved trestle bridge in western Canada.’

Recommendation _ .
In light of the documentation sent in support of this request, the HSMBC’s criteria, the

HSMBC’s General Guidelines for places, Specific Guideline 3.16 for historic engineering
landmarks, and of past HSMBC decisions, a submission report for the HSMBC is not

recommended. -

Background
The Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge was constructed in 1942 to span the Kiskatinaw River,

28 kilometres north of Dawson Creek, British Columbia. It was part of old Alcan Military
- Highway (known as the Alaska Highway), linking Dawson Creek in British Columbia
with Delta Junction in Alaska. Built during the Second World War, the Alaska Highway
(designated a National Historic Event in 1954) linked the airfields of the Northwest
Staging Route (a convey route to transport lend-lease aircraft from the United States to
the Soviet Union). The American government considered Alaska at risk of Japanese
invasion after the attack on Pearl Harbour.? Construction of the highway began in March
1942 and it was completed by November of that year using two crews working frorn each
end of the road. Completion of the supply route did not mean that it was well built.*
Pontoon bridges were at first used over rivers until log ones replaced them. In 1943
several of the bridges were replaced with steel structures where necessary. The Canadian
Corps of Engineers designed the Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge in 1943 using traditional
wood trestle engineering principles. The bridge is 162.5 metres (534 feet) long with a
nine-degree curvature to link a turn in the road from one side of the river to the other.
Two log trestle towers support the span of the bridge.

Analysis

The bridge’s main areas of interest are its length, arc, wood trusses and preservation,
considering the gradual upgrade of the highway since it was turned over to the Canadian
federal government in 1946, The bridge crosses a Cretaceous sandstone ridge, with the
towers resting on the river’s bed. Timber trestle construction and curved platforms had
been employed for railway trestles since the early 20" century in western Canada because
of the abundance of timber and speed of construction. A trestle bridge requires short
spans of preserved stripped timber, usually soaked in creosote, bolted together to form a

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truss. Trusses are built of members attached in triangular form to distribute loads through
each member, The Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge uses a king-post truss — the simplest and
easiest type of truss — for its span. Trestle bridges are useful for long spans, such as over
bodies of waters, or for difficult terrain in mountain ranges. Curvature of a bridge was
easily incorporated into a design because of the flexibility that comes with the use of
short members for each section of the truss. The timber trestle was also the most
economical form of bridge for rapid railway construction in western Canada in the late
19™ and early 20" centuries.

The decision to build a timber trestle bridge over the Kiskatinaw River in 1943 was likely
based on the success of timber trestle construction in Canada over the previous century.
A wooden trestle bridge would have been the best solution for rapid construction of the
Alaska Highway, because of its simple engineering, its low cost and its long-term
structural endurance.

In 1997, the HSMBC adopted Specific Guideline 3.16 for historic engineering landmarks,
and this is the guideline that applies to the analysis of bridges that are submitted to the
- HSMBC. This Specific Guideline stipulates that a site has to meet one or more of the

following guidelines:

* - embody an outstanding engineering achievement;

» be intrinsically of outstanding importance by virtue of its physical properties;

* Dbe a significant innovation or invention, or illustrate a highly significant
technological advance;

* be a highly significant Canadian adoption or adaptation;

¢ be a highly challenging feat of construction;

* be the largest of its kind at the time of construction, where the scale alone
constituted a major advance in engineering;

¢ have had a significant impact on the development of a major region in
‘Canada;

e have particularly important symbolic value as an engineering and/or technical
achievement to Canadians or to a particular Canadian cultural community;

* be an excellent and early example, or a rare or unique surviving example, of a
once-common type of engineering work that played a significant role in the
history of Canadian engineering; and/or

* be representative of a significant class or type of engineering project, where
there is no extant exceptional site to consider for inclusion.

On the basis of this Specific Guideline, the Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge does not appear to
have the potential for recommendation at the national level. It should also be noted that
this bridge is not cited in the HSMBC’s 1997 “Historic Engineering Landmarks Project,”
which lists the engineering landmarks that are believed most promising for national
commemoration. The bridge cannot be considered a highly challenging feat of
construction or an innovation, its construction technique being a mature technique at the

time it was built. The timber trestle bridge was a conventional mode! for bridge
construction. Its length and curvature are the most notable features of the design,
however, there are equal or longer spanning curved trestle bridges in Canada. Many of
them built half a century earlier or more, such as the Kinsol Trestle Bridge and the Holt
Creek Trestle on Vancouver Island, or the Rochfort Bridge near Mayerthorpe, Alberta.®
The bridge’s physical values cannot be regarded as exceptional. Its trusses and towers
were well built, but there appears to have been no attempt to incorporate an aesthetic
dimension. The bridge’s construction was one of many structures built to complete the
Alaska Highway and was important locally. The Alaska Highway, as a military project
and as a gateway to northern Canada in the post-war period, was designated a national
historic event in 1954. Other Canadian transportation innovations, such as the ice roads in
the Northwest Territones (designated a National Historic Event in 2000) or the Trans-
Canada Highway (completed in 1962), reflect the consideration of the terrain and
landscape in large-scale civil and military engineering projects in a national context. The
Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge survives as a representative example of a wood trestle bridge,
intended to be a temporary structure that could later be replaced with a steel bridge.” This
bridge is not known to have a particularly important symbolic value to Canadians in
general or to a particular Canadian cultural community.

The Kiskatinaw Trestle Bridge is a representative of an older and well-proven
engineering work being applied to a larger project that needed to be built efficiently and
rapidly across a remote region. It is a very late example of wood trestle engineering,
which has not been replaced with a steel trestle bridge. The HSMBC does not consider
rarity or unigueness on its own as a reason for national significance

Nine bridges in Canada which embody an outstanding engineering achievement, or a
significant innovation or invention, or a highly challenging feat of construction, or are the
largest of their kind at the time of construction, or have particularly important symbolic
value, and so on, have been designated as national historic sites. The Kiskatinaw Trestle
Bridge does not appear to meet the benchmark set by these examples:

o Hartland Covered Bridge, Hartland, New Brunswick (designated 1977; longest
extant covered bridge in the world);

e Smiths Falls Bascule Bridge, Smiths Falls, Ontario (designated 1983; oldest
surviving structure of an important type);

e Powerscourt Covered Bridge, Powerscourt, Quebec (designated 1984; good
example of a McCallum inflexible arched truss, 1861);

e Canal Lake Concrete Arch Bridge, Bolsover, Ontario (designated 1988; early use
of concrete in bridge construction);

e St. Andrews Caméré Curtain Bridge Dam, Lockport, Manitoba (designated 1990;
largest of its type in world);

The HSMBC recently recommended the designation of the Myra Canyon section of the
Kettle Valley Railway in British Columbia (NHS, 2002) as an engineering achievement
of building a railway line through the difficult tetrain of a high-altitude canyon. The
railway incorporated several tunnels and eighteen wood trestles to reach around the
canyon’s cliffs. Like the Alaska Highway, the Myra Canyon section of the Kettle Valley
Railway was designated as a whole engineering achievement, as opposed to designating
one element of the larger project.

Timber trestle bridges were easily constructed using local materials and engineering
principles that were in use since the late 1820s, and were therefore in widespread use
during the railway age. A comparable curved wooden trestle bridge — the Canadian
Pacific Railway bridge built in 1908 at Port McNicoll, Ontario (652.8 metres long and
37.4 metres high, spanning Hogg’s Bay on Georgian Bay) — was considered by the
HSMBC in June 1978 and was deemed not to be of national historical significance. The
Board has also examined the 187-metre-long Kinsol Trestle Bridge on Vancouver Island,
completed in 1920. While it is representative of large-scale 19"‘—century railway trestles
in North America, the Board considered the technology used in its construction to have
been well established when it was built, and therefore it “could not be seen to be of
national historic significance as an engineering work.”™

Thank you for your letter of August 10, 2007 regarding the recent amendment to the
Crown land operational tenuring policy for wind power projects. I note that you also
wrote to Honourable Pat Bell, Minister of Agriculture and Lands, and

Honourable Barry Penner, Minister of Environment, and I am also responding on their
behalf,

Your letter states that the policy will prevent landowners from using their land as may be
afforded by local regulations, such as forest clearing for agricultural development or the
placement of a new home. It also suggests that the 40 decibel sound level be modeled
and measured at the property line for lands where the principal uses include residential,
and that the sound threshold could spill over onto private property only if established by
agreement with the landowner.

The amendment to the wind power policy requires projects to be sited at locations where
wind turbine sound will be reduced to a maximum of 40 decibels at existing residences
and at the closest boundary of existing, undeveloped parcels zoned residential (not owned
by the proponent).

The existing Crown land operational tenuring policy for wind power projects requires
that wind turbine locations will be determined through modeling, using worst case
scenarios. This requires that modeling assumes there is no vegetation covering in place,
as may occur through possible land clearing or timber harvesting. Using this
requirement, the sound assessments for the Dokie and Wartenbe wind power projects
determined that the sound threshold would not exceed 40 decibels at points of reception.
In the case of the Bear Mountain project, the wind farm has been reduced in size. The
three northernmost turbines, which were also closest to existing residences or the
property lines of undeveloped parcels zoned residential, have been withdrawn from the

project.

The subject property is completely outside the Agricultural Land Reserve and is therefore exempt from the
provisions of the Agricultural Land Commission Act.

As part of its resolution excluding the property from the Agricultural Land Reserve in 1994, a restrictive
covenant was placed on the property by the Agricultural Land Commission. The covenant states “that the
natural vegetative cover shall not be removed” from the northern 46 meters on the property. A referral was sent
to the ALC for comment on the proposal.

The subject property is designated “Rural Residential” pursuant to the North Peace Official Community Plan
Bylaw No. 820, 1993.

In addition to the normal day-to-day operations in preparing for and conducting Regional
District business, the following highlights were achieved or initiated;

Activities Comments
General Strategic Planning - Peace River Regional District (PRRD)
Administration Strategic Planning workshop took place September 13" & 14" in

Dawson Creek at the Super 8. A follow-up session has been
scheduled for November 7" in Fort St. John.

Administration has registered for intervener status with the BC
Utilities Commission on the BC Hydro Rate Design Review and
with the National Energy Board on the Alliance BC Expansion
application. Both application processes continue to be monitored.
The BC Hydro Rate hearing is nearing completion and a
Commission ruling. The Alliance BC Expansion did receive a
National Energy Board ruling in favour of the project but Canadian
Association of Petroleum Producers is appealing the decision
through the Federal Court of Appeal based upon an unfair
competitive advantage concern.

Administration coordinated meetings and prepared
backgrounders for meetings at the 2007 Union of BC
Municipalities (UBCM) Convention. Meetings were held with:
Minister of Small Business & Revenue, Rick Thorpe; Minister of
Community Services, Ida Chong; the RCMP; BC Hydro; Ministry
of Environment Assistant Deputy Minister, Jim Mattison; Minister
of Transportation, Kevin Falcon; Minister for Public Safety &
Solicitor General, John Les; Minister of Health, George Abbott;
Regional Health Authorities; and the Canadian Energy Pipeline
Association President, David Macinnis. PRRD resolutions
presented at the 2007 UBCM Convention included Railway
Fencing, Landowners’ Rights, Provincially Mandated Water Use
Plan, New Deal Gas Tax Transfer Funds and a late resolution on
Provincial Electoral Boundaries. All four main resolutions
received delegate support while the late resolution was tabled
awaiting the outcome of a new Boundaries Commission report.

This benchmark was forwarded to the Minister of Energy and
Mines. In the meantime three more Environmental Assessment
processes have been initiated for wind farms.

Minor amendments to auxiliary building sizes has been presented
to the Board and approved. It is anticipated this will assist about
half the applications we currently get requesting development
variance permits.

Rural interface fire plans were completed for three areas: Swan
Lake, Moberly Lake and Wononon. The plans were presented at
public meetings and in two cases community fire plan committees
were established to implement fire proofing in their communities.

Buick Creek Arena — Engineers are working on a “design build”
development plan. Community input continues. Tender
documents are being prepared for the bidding process.

The Chetwynd Community Centre project is cautiously moving
forward. Building integrity studies are being conducted to ensure
the tender plans include all hidden surprises before the project is
awarded for construction.

SITE CONTEXT

The subject property is located in Arras, between Highway 97 and the rail line. It is a 14 km (8 mile) drive east to
the City of Dawson Creek or 6 km (4 miles) west to the Kiskatinaw River. While the surrounding area is almost
entirely within the Agricultural Land Reserve, there are numerous residential parcels close to the highway.

2. The subject property is within the Agricultural Land Reserve and is therefore subject to the provisions of the
Agricultural Land Commission Act. On February 5, 1987, the ALC penmitted the subdivision of this property
into six parcels of 8.08 ha and one parcel of 14.05 ha. However, this permission was never acted upon. The
current land owners pursued the subdivision approval and on August 3, 2007, the ALC wrote that this
subdivision proposal is in substantial compliance with the 1987 approval. Therefore, no ALC application is
required.

3. The Dawson Creek Official Community Plan Bylaw No. 477, 1986, designates the subject property as
“Agricultural — Potential Small Holdings”. This designation permits subdivisions to a minimum of 8 ha (20
acres) but subjects the proposal to the evaluation criteria of Section 3.3 and 12.0.
