The BC Grain Producers Association representing over 90% of the grain and oilseeds
produced in British Columbia would like to inform you of the drought we experienced
during the 2008 growing season in the BC Peace River Region.

During the summer it became evident that a drought for our region once again was
developing and we informed our Provincial Minister of Agriculture and Lands, Stan Hagen
of the event. It was unclear until now what the extent of the drought was as we had to
wait until most of the harvest was complete to do an assessment of the potential yield
reductions our farmers have experienced.

We have tasked our Regional Agrologists to write a letter stating their observations as to
the extent of the crop disaster. These letters are enclosed for your reference.

As some of us are still experiencing the financial impact of the 2006 Drought, we are
already experiencing more production losses due to lack of moisture as well as the highest
input costs our sector has ever had to pay.

We hope that you acknowledge the severity of this situation and that you give
consideration as to the declaration of a “Disaster area due to drought” and that you give
this matter your attention and work together with our Minister of Agriculture to support
our farmers in their time of need.

Re: Drought in the North Peace 2008

The annual precipitation for the Peace River Region for 2008 ranges from zero percent
of the historical precipitation to 40% of the historical precipitation (www.agr.ca/pfra/drought).
Although precipitation triggers and statistics available through crop insurance are traditionally
used to define and activate levels of drought, the complexity of drought across a large land base
creates challenges in determining a real and accurate indication of drought. It is also important
to note the escalating factors that can and are occurring throughout and following a drought
situation to fully appreciate the potential devastation of the livelihood of farmers.

Producers from the North Peace areas, including Cecil Lake, Prespatou, Montney,
Baldonnel were consulted regarding drought-related impacts to their operations this year.
Producers consistently raised different extremes of the same or similar issues throughout the
interviews including; over a 50% decrease in 2008 yield compared to 10 yr averages and
increased cost of production due to higher input costs, the cumulative impact of 2 years of
drought over a 3 year period.

Reduction in grain and oilseed crops varied greatly from a 40% to 90% loss throughout
the North Peace area. These numbers were brought forward by producers with crop production
insurance. Some crops were abandoned due to poor yield potentials and as a result were
utilized for livestock feed instead.

The grain producers consulted feit that the 2008 drought will have a greater impact on
their bottom line than the 2006 drought due to the exponential increase in input costs and the
current market situation. The impact of a second dry year on their production insurance
coverage for 2009 was also a topic of great concern. The producers also reported that although
production insurance mostly covered their losses it did not cover their input costs. The
sentiment of the producers was that their reduction in yield was primarily due to elements out of
their control i.e. mother nature.

Although there are many factors affecting the livelihood of grain producers in the Peace
River Region, most of the bottom line factors for 2008 can be attributed to decreased crop yields
and increases in input costs. When considering drought conditions, all these factors should be
taken into consideration.

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South Peace Anecdotal Report 2008

As the Regional Agrologist for the Ministry of Agriculture and Lands in Dawson Creek,
it is important to take local agriculture producers complaints and statements regarding drought
situations and analyze the information accordingly. Although precipitation triggers and statistics
available through crop insurance are traditionally used to define and activate levels of drought,
the complexity of drought across a large land base creates challenges in determining a real and
accurate indication of drought. It is also important to note the escalating factors that can and are
occurring throughout and following a drought situation to fully appreciate the potential
devastation of the livelihood of farmers.

Dry conditions during the critical crop establishment and development period led to most
crops realizing poor grain yields and, in some cases, complete crop failure. 10 directors from the
BC Grain Producers Association were consulted regarding drought-related impacts to their
operations this year. Producers consistently raised different extremes of the same or similar
issues throughout the interviews including; decreased precipitation and therefore decreased grain
yields and increased cost of production due to higher input costs.

According to 10 years of precipitation averages taken from Production Insurance weather
stations, precipitation values, on average, have not exceeded 80 mm since 2004 for both June and
July individually. As a result of the lack of precipitation in 2008, reductions in grain yields
varied from a 40% to 100% loss throughout the South Peace area. Many crops were also
abandoned due to poor yield potentials. All producers questioned stated that they either had
empty bins where pre-sold grains and oilseeds should be residing or piles next to already full bins
waiting drying time; this is not the case this year. Bins are either just full without added piles
outside of bins, or bins are half full and empty in some cases.

Increased input costs such as fuel, fertilizer, herbicides, and seed combined with the
droughty weather has caused producers to consider the 2008 year worse than that of 2006.

Although there are many factors affecting the livelihood of grain and oilseed producers in
the Peace River Region, most of the bottom line factors for 2008 can be attributed to decreased
yields and increased input costs for production. When considering drought conditions, all these
factors should be taken into consideration.

DISCUSSIONS

This memorandum is being forwarded to UBCM member local governments as
information in relation to the status of negotiations related to the renewal of the
RCMP Contract and to advise of future commupications with respect to this
important matter.

The UBCM is continuing to work with member local governments and the Province in a
collaborative process to identify and ‘flesh our’ issues that local governments would like
to see addressed in the upcoming RCMP contract negotiations. As you are aware, the
current RCMP agreement will expire in 2012.

Attached is a communication from the Ministry of the Attorney General titled “RCMP
Contract Repewal Process Questions and Answers” on the current status of
federal/provincial discussions regarding the RCMP Contract renewal,

Clearly, the negotiations are important for all local governments to ensure that the final
contract reflects the priorities of the involved parties. Therefore, it is critical that there be
full and on-going participation from the affected local governments.

The UBCM, in January of 2007, was requested by the province to participate as a
member of the provincial negotiating team in RCMP contract negotiations. The UBCM
has undertaken a number of measures to obtain member input into the process and to
begin preparations for the negotiations. These measures have included the following:

+ [n March 2007, the UBCM in cooperation with the Department of Public Safety
and the Solicitor General held a consultation session in Richmond to start the

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process of identifying key issues that will need to be addressed through the
negotiation process. An invitation to this session was sent to all UBCM member
local governments.

= In October 2007, the UBCM sent a communication to the UBCM member local
governments which:

Local Government working group to assist in developing a mandate
for negotiations,
- provided a summary of the key issues that were identified by
municipal representatives at the March 2007 consultation session; and
- requested any comments and suggestions from the UBCM member
local governments.

e In March, 2008, in another communication to all UBCM member local
zovernments, the Executive Director of the UBCM advised of the appointment of
a local government representative to the Provincial negotiating team and of the
appointment of a Local Government Working Group that would assist in
developing a mandate for the negotiations on behalf of B.C. municipalities (the
representatives are listed in Appendix “A” to this communication).

The Local Government Working Group has met on a number of occasions to discuss
RCMP Contract issues of concern to local government and to develop a communication
process with member local governments to ensure that the interests of local governments
are well understood. The Working Group has also met on three separate occasions with
the Assistant Deputy Minister Kevin Begg, Ministry of Public Safety and Solicitor
General, who chairs the Provincial/Territorial Contract Advisory Committee, to discuss
the Contract negotiation process and the issues that have been identified by local
governments and the Local Government Working Group.

The UBCM Local Government Representative bas attended an information-sharing
meeting of the Provincial/Territorial Contract Advisory Committee with the Federal
government negotiating team in June 2008 in Y ellowknife.

NEXT STEPS

The UBCM will continue to provide regular updates to member local governments on the
RCMP contract discussions as they move forward to the formal negotiation stage.

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The objective of the following process is to provide clear, transparent and open
communication with every Municipality that will be affected by the outcome of the
negotiation process.

» The UBCM will establish a dedicated web page within its website to which all
UBCM communications related to the RCMP Contract Negotiations will be
posted along with any relevant information related to the key issues (all subject to
approval, where necessary, from the ADMPS related to confidentiality concerns).
This will be up and running in early 2009, once the new UBCM web site is
completed and operational.

« The UBCM will organize an information-sharing forum for member local
governments in the first half of 2009, at which the key issues related to the RCMP
Contract will be further discussed.

e The input from the forum will assist in the development of a position on each key
issue.

e After the forum summary of the position being taken on each key issue will be
forwarded to member local governments as information and will be posted on the
UBCM web page.

These negotiations are critical for all local governments to ensure that the final contract
reflects the priorities of the involved parties. The Local Government Working Group
peeds input if it is to be effective in its role. The individuals/local government
representatives selected by UBCM are there to represent the interests of all RCMP
Contract local governments and to do so effectively is only possible if each local
government participates by actively providing input during the process.

RCMP Confract Renewal Process Question and Answers
Police Services Division

Q. How many Federal/Provincial/Municipal RCMP contracts for Brifish
Columbia are impacted by the renewal process?

There are three RCMP policing agreements in British Columbia that require
renewal:

1. The federal/provincial agreement called the Provincial Police Services
Agreement - the PPSA - which describes the terms and conditions for
provision of RCMP provincial police services;

2. The federal/provincial master municipal agreement called the Municipal
Policing Agreement, which describes the terms and conditions under
which the province may contract with the RCMP for provision of municipal
police services; and

3. The individual provincial/municipal agreements called the Municipal Police
Unit Agreements, whereby a municipality contracts with the province for
an RCMP municipal police force. The terms of these latter two
agreements are almost identical.

Specifically, in British Calumbia there are currently 59 municipalities that contract
with the province for RCMP police services. Under the Police Act and the
Federal/Provincial RCMP Agreements, when a municipality reaches 5,000
population, it must assume responsibility for its policing. The Canada Census
figures are used to determine whether a municipality has exceeded the
population threshold. Currently, there are 32 municipalities that are between
5,000 and 14,999 population and they pay 70% of their RCMP contract costs.
There are 27 municipalities over 15,000 population and these municipalities pay
90% of their RCMP contract costs. The federal government pays the remaining
30% and 10%, respectively’.

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Q. How is the contract renewal process structured?

In 2005 the Federal/Provincial/Territorial Deputy Ministers of Justice from the
contracting jurisdictions agreed to work together in good faith to approve the
terms of the new RCMP Agreements prior to the expiry of the current contracts
on March 31, 2012.

At that time the Deputies also endorsed an interest-based approach to contract
renewal that involves two phases:

s Phase 1: the information sharing and research phase. To complete the
work for this portion of the contract renewal process, Federal,
Provincial and Territorial officials have been working together to learn
about each other's respective concerns, interests and goals. Potential
solutions are also being examined.

« Phase 2: the negotiation phase. The work done in this phase will build
upon the work completed in phase one.

The Provincial Police Services Agreement requires there to be a Contract
Advisory Committee that is responsible for identifying and resolving any
significant issues that may arise in the administration of the contract, This
committee is made up of Federal, Provincial and Territorial representatives and
acts as the oversight body for the Project Management Committee and Steering
Committee that are leading the contract renewal process. B.C. co-chairs the
Contract Advisory Committee along with a senior Federal Representative.

An RCMP contract renewal Project Management Committee has been
established and is co-chaired by senior Provincial and Federal Government
representatives. The Project Management Committee monitors and updates the
Contract Advisory Committee on all work that is currently being completed for
Phase 1 of the contract renewal process.

At this time, the Project Management Committee coordinates the work of seven
Project Groups. These groups have been established to exchange, review and
analyze information and to develop options for key concerns raised by
contracting parties. Each project group includes representatives and subject
matter experts from Public Safety Canada, RCMP, the Provinces and Territories
to ensure that diverse points of view and expertise are gathered for each subject.
More project groups will be established as the consultations proceed.

The work of the Project Groups will eventually form the basis of the negotiating
mandates that the Provinces and Territories will seek from our Ministers and
Cabinets.

The five member Steering Committee reviews progress reports from the Project
Management Committee and provides support in addressing any mattars that
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may be impeding contract renewal progress. This committee consists of two
Assistant Deputy Ministers (ADMs) responsible for policing (including British
Columbia’s), the federal ADM responsible for policing and two Deputy
Commissioners of the RCMP (including E Division’s).

Q. What issues have been identified as important to the RCMP contract
renewal process?

Through consultation with all parties, an extensive list of issues and sub-issues
with respect to the RCMP contracts has been generated. Currently Project
Groups are examining seven issues; Governance and Accountability,
Emergencies and Special Events, Recruit Training, Severance, Health Services
Costs, New Service Delivery Models, and Accommodation and Capital vs.
Maintenance. in the near future new working groups will begin work on the Cost
Share and Cost Base, the New Entrants Policy, and several financial matters.

To date each committee has reported solid progress on the respective
identification, research and option exploration activities. Please note that the
working groups develop options for resolving issues — they do not have a
mandate to develop negotiating positions on these matters.

Q. What are the time frames for the contract renewal process?

The current RCMP paolice agreements came into effect April 1, 1992, and will
remain in effect for twenty years, expiring on March 31, 2012. A proactive
approach to contract renewal has been adopted in order to bring certainty to all
parties well before the expiry date. To that end, preliminary discussions and
issue identification processes between the various Provincial/Territorial and
Federal delegations began in 2005.

Several meetings betweean both the Provincial/Territorial contract renewal team
and the Federal/Provincial/Termitorial contract renewal committees have occurred.
As this collaborative process moves forward, ongoing and accelerating contact
between contracting parties will occur.

To structure the information sharing and research process, a detailed Project
Group activity timeline is being generated. It is anticipated that much of the
phase 1 contract renewal work will be completed by October 2009. This
projected timeframe thereby allows for a thorough negotiation phase which,
inclusive with agreement drafting and ratification processes, is intended to be
completed well prior to March 31, 2012.

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Q. How can Union of British Columbia Municipalities (UBCM) members d ‘3
provide input into the contract negotiation process?

All provinces and territories have agreed that each province has a responsibility
to meet with their municipal representatives to get their input in order to represent
municipal issues at the negotiating table, and also to brief municipal
representatives on the progress of the negofiations. Given that the quantity of
interested municipalities renders it not viable to enable direct municipal
representation at the negotiation table, the importance of developing alternate
communication avenues is apparent.

The UBCM has appointed a representative to the BC contract renewal team.
This representative, Murray Dinwoodie (Surrey), is invited to attend most, if not
all, Federal/Provincial/Territorial contract renewal meetings. He may attend as a
member of the provincial feam, under the leadership and direction of the
Assistant Deputy Minister and Director of Police Services, Kevin Begg.

It is expected that Mr, Dinwoodie will consult with any working groups that the
UBCM has created and subsequently advise the provincial team on local
government views in relation to contract renewal issues.

Coupled with ongoing meetings between a UBCM working group chaired by Mr.
Dinwoodie and the British Columbia contract renewal team, Police Services
Division staff attend the LMD Mayor's Forum meetings and the Chief
Administrative Officers/Principal Police Contacts meetings; thereby providing
more opportunities for issues around contract renewal to be raised.

The British Columbia contract renewal team is committed to ensuring that the BC
Municipalities are afforded sufficient opportunity to express concerns with respect
to the RCMP contracts and we will continue to examine those issues throughout
the contract renewal process.

Members of the BCBA have encountered ATV’s trespassing on their private property and
on several occasions cutting fences to further their trek. This can be very dangerous and
costly if bison escape and wander into inhabited areas. Without a decal/license to identify
the ATV and riders wearing helmets it is virtually impossible to identify and report
incidents.

I personally have been physically threatened, nearly run over by both quads and skidoos
several times, had fences cut and personal belongings stolen.

Without adequate legislation to identify trespassers and legislation to back up individual
landowner rights a very difficult and potentially dangerous situation occurs. BC ranchers
are at a disadvantage to protect their personal property and animals without some sort of
ATV identification.

Again the BCBA ranchers applaud this initiative, thank you.

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REGi‘ONAL DISTRICTS ELIGIBLE FOR INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDING

Regional districts are encouraged to apply for infrastructure funding under the expanded $71-million Towns for Tomorrow program, said
Community Development Minister Blair Lekstrom. d.l &

“The new Towns for Tomorrow program is helping to bridge the rural-urban divide by providing much-needed support to smaller
communities with limited resources across British Columbia,” said Lekstrom. “Many electoral area directors have told me that they see
Towns for Tomorrow as a great program, but they believe that unincorporated areas outside of municlpalities should also be efigible to
participate in this program. Regional districts can now make an application for a project within their jurisdiction for an electoral area or
unincorpeorated community with up to 15,000 residents, allowing them to take advantage of this vital funding opportunity along with other
small municipalities.”

Unlike traditional infrastructure programs, Towns for Tomorrow provides between 75 and 80 per cent of project costs, with a maximum
provincial contribution of $400,000 for communities with fewer than 5,000 pecple and $375,000 for communities of 5,000 to 15,000.

“The expanded funding for this program was good news at the UBCM convention,” said UBCM president Robert Hobson. “Now that electoral
areas and unincorporated communities are also eligible to receive funding, the program has become even better.”

Towns for Tomorrow funding is intended to support the development or improvement of local infrastructure. Eligible projects include those
related to water quality, public transit, wastewater, environmental energy improvements, local roads, recreation, culture, tourism, protective
and emergency services infrastructure and community development.

Premier Gordon Campbell announced the expansion of Towns for Tomorrow at the 2008 UBCM annual convention, allocating a further $50
million to the program and extending it from three to five years. The new program was launched on Oct. 10 to meet the needs of more
communities, including regional districts and communities of 5,000 to 15,000 residents.

In an effort to make it easier for communities to access funding, the application form is now two pages long. All applicants will be notified of
the outcome within 60 days of the Jan. 16, 2009 submission deadline. Local governments, including regional districts, may submit one
application per submission deadline.

Dear Mr. Hubert:

I would like to bring a major safety concern to your attention.

We live south of Wonowon, BC in the Upper Cache Area. We are presently
serviced by a microwave tower. I have lived in this area and worked with
NorthwesTel over the last 25 years starting with the old VHF operator
controlled phones through the RuralTel and now up to our present system.
Even though our present system is greatly improved, it leaves us with some
major problems. Caller ID and dial up internet capacity is almost non-existant.
The major concern, however, is the deterioration in the quality of the back-up
battery bank in the microwave system at your location.

Our power has gone off for over 8 hours a number of times recently. Our
phone system dies at approximately 3-4 hours after we lose power. We live in a
small community of approximately 50 people that are all serviced by this
system. Although we are not the only community that this tower services, our
community includes a school {grades K-12); a large portion of elderly people
from 70 - 93 years old; and a person almost 80 who is wheelchair restricted.
We live in a very high H2S gas area at the end of a road at the bottom of a
valley which leaves us very vulnerable if there is an H2S release. Our only
means of notification for evacuation is our phone system. This situation is
even more of a concern with some of the recent terrorism action against gas
facilities in the area. I want to state again that we feel very vulnerable with a

phone system that has deteriorated to this point.

We would appreciate knowing that at the very least the battery system would
last for 24 hours. We do have a private power line system branching from the
Alaska Highway; fiber optics is available from that point and that would be a
much better solution for us. We have greatly appreciated the service provided
