Peace Valley Environment Association regarding the negative impacts of the proposed construction of
Environment BC Hydro Site C dam. The group has advocated since the early 1970's to keep the Peace
Association River Valley downstream of Hudson’s Hope intact. They appealed to the directors, as
Re: Impacts of individuals, to formulate their own decision after assimilating all information.

Proposed Site ¢ Dam
In making a case for maintaining the valley, Mr. Forest elaborated on the foliowing

points:
e How will maintaining the Peace River Valley benefit you?
* How do you feel about the following:
e up front costs to develop Site C;
* hidden costs for policing, hospital/medical, education , infrastructure
problems, decommissioning;
* loss of agriculture, including market gardens;
e loss of Heritage and Culture, loss of generations, their farms and
ranches;
¢ loss of Wildlife and Fisheries;
o loss of scenic values, tourism and recreation;
¢ loss of winter sunshine, decreased highway safety;
e agriculture microclimate changes; and
*  mental well-being / health?

The decreasing viabifity and transmission inefficiencies of large hydro dams was
examined, pointing to the need for the development of alternative sources of energy
such as geothermal, co-generation, wind power, clean coal, solar, run of the river, tidal
& nuclear.

Mr. Forest concluded the presentation by stating the potential flooding of the Peace
River would supply only 8% of BC's electricity for 70 to 100 years. None of that energy
would be used in the Peace River area. He pointedly asked if that was worth
permanently losing so many of this region's irreplaceable assets.

1. After receiving approval from the Oil & Gas Commission, an Qil and Gas company built a 100 x 80 m
borrow pit on the subject property. As the borrow pit was being stripped, the company found a shale seam in
the pit. The owner of the property would like to produce and stock pile shale out of the seam within the
existing borrow pit and increase the size of the pit for future shale extraction.

2. The proposed area to be subdivided is located within the Agricultural Land Reserve and therefore requires
Land Commission approval under the provisions of the Agricultural Land Commission Act.

3. The subject property is currently designated as “Rural Resource - Agricultural” within the North Peace
Official Community Plan By-law No. 820, 1993, where a quarry is a permitted use.

As this land is within the Agricultural Land Reserve, it is subject to the provisions of the Agricultural Land
Commission Act. Therefore, this application is a requirement.

The subject property is designated “Agricultural — Rural Resource” in the Dawson Creek Rural Area Official
Community Plan Bylaw No. 477, 1986. This designation supports subdivisions along railways. Therefore, this
proposal is consistent with the OCP.

The subject property is zoned A-2 (Large Agricultural Holdings) within the Peace River Regional District
Zoning Bylaw No.1343, 2001. This zone permits subdivisions along railways on condition that the remainder is
not less than 50 ha (124 acres). This proposal would create a 40 ha (99 acre) remainder and would, therefore,
require a re-zoning,

IMPACT ANALYSIS

There is some similar development in the area.

This subdivision could increase the expectations for further subdivision in the area.

Road access to the proposed northern lot would be provided off the seasonal 229 Road.

The proposed new lot could increase the population of the area by 3 and the vehicle counts by 2. (figures
derived from Stats Can 2006, BC Stats, 1996)
