WHEREAS on Friday, October 26th Metro Vancouver unanimously endorsed a motion
calling upon the provincial government to address the municipal fiscal imbalance;

AND WHEREAS prior to 1997, the Revenue Sharing Act provided for a sharing of
provincial revenues with municipal governments on an unconditional basis.

AND WHEREAS a share of provincial sales tax, corporate income tax and resource
revenues was transferred annually to municipalities.

AND WHEREAS in 1997, the previous Provincial Government eliminated these transfers,
forcing municipalities to increase their reliance on property taxes.

2. The subject property is currently designated as “Rural Community” within the North Peace Official

Community Plan By-law No. 820, 1993, where the minimum parcel size is 1.8 hectares (4.5 acres), and
where a “Service Industrial” use is permitted. Therefore, an OCP amendment will NOT be required for this
proposal. Note: The North Peace OCP Map | is inaccurately drawn. The North Peace OCP states: “The
location and extent of the Rural Community of Wonowon, as conceptually delineated on Map 1, is generally
the land area within 1 kilometre (.62 mile) of either side of the Alaska Highway No. 97, between Mile 100
and Mile 102.”

A by-law of the Peace River Regional District (hereinafter called the "Regional
District") to provide for the borrowing of such sums of money as may be requisite to
meet the current lawful expenditures of the Regional District.

WHEREAS the Regional Board of the Regional District is empowered by Section 821 of the
Local Government Act to provide by by-law for the borrowing of such sums of money as may be
requisite to meet the current iawful expenditures of the Regional District;

AND WHEREAS to meet the current lawful expenditures of the Regional District it is requisite
that the Regional Board borrow Six Million Dollars ($6,000,000);

NOW THEREFORE the Regional Board of the Peace River Regional District, in open meeting
assembied, hereby enacts as follows:

1. “Revenue Anticipation Borrowing By-law No. 1756, 2007" is hereby repealed.

2. It shall be lawful for the Regional Board to borrow upon the credit of the Regional District from
the Toronto Dominion Bank and the Municipal Finance Authority of B.C. the maximum sum of
Six Million Dollars ($6,000,000) in such amounts and at such times as the same may be
required, and to pay interest thereon at the bank rate.

3. All the moneys so borrowed and interest payable thereon shall be payable on or before the
31st day of December, 2008.

4, The form of the obligation or obligations may be by means of bank overdraft but where
borrowing is other than bank overdraft the form of any obligation to be given as
acknowledgment of the liability shall be a promissory note or notes bearing the Corporate Seal
and signed by the Chair and Administrator, or other approved signing authorities.

5. There is hereby set aside as security for the liability hereby authorized to be incurred, the
following amount of money:

Six Million Doliars ($6,000,000) being that part of the revenues for the current
year deemed by the Regional Board expedient to be set aside.

6. This by-law may be cited as "Revenue Anticipation Borrowing By-Law No. 1774, 2007."

7. This by-law shall take effect and force on the first day of January, 2008.
