OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS

1. The proposed area to be subdivided is located within the Agricultural Land Reserve and therefore requires
Land Commission approval under the provisions of the Agricultural Land Commission Act.

2. Pursuant to the North Peace Official Community Plan By-law No. 820, 1993, the subject property is
designated “Rural Community” wherein the minimum parcel size is 63 ha (155 ac) and “residential” and
“manufactured home parks” are permitted uses. Therefore, this proposal will NOT require an OCP
amendment.

3. Pursuant to the PRRD Zoning By-law No. 1000, 1996, the subject property is currently zoned A-2 (Large
Agricultural Holdings Zone), wherein the minimum parcel size is 63 ha (155 ac) and “manufactured home
park” is not a permitted use. Therefore, since the proposed lots do not meet this minimum size requirement,
and the proposed manufactured home park use in Phase 2 development is not permitted, this proposal will
require a zoning amendment.

4, The subject property is not within any Fire Protection Service Area.

5. This area has a low density of well-sites. The only well within 2 km of the subject property is an
undetermined well located ~1.6 km from the proposed lots,

6. The applicant has stated that the specific development of Phase 2 has yet to be decided. He has also stated
that if he were to develop a manufactured home park that he would likely make 10 “spaces™ available,
perhaps more if the demand were there.

IMPACT ANALYSIS

¢ This proposal is not likely to significantly reduce the agricultural potential of the subject property, as the
proposed lots are already separated from the remainder of the property by muskeg.

s The proposed lot sizes are consistent with other residential lots in the area.

s As the subject property is near many residential subdivisions, it is unlikely that this proposal will increase
the potential for conflict in the area to any greater level than is likely to occur with the present
development and likely future development.

¢ Phase | of this proposai could potentially increase the local population by 42 persons (BC Statistics,
2006) and the number of vehicles by over 20 (BC Statistics, 1996).

e If Phase 2 were developed as a manufactured home park with 10 “manufactured home spaces”, Phase 2
could potentiaily increase the local population by 42 persons (BC Statistics, 2006} and the number of
vehicles by over 20 (BC Statistics, 1996).

» If Phase 2 were developed as a manufactured home park meeting the minimum manufactured home
space requirement of 400 m” (By-law No. 816, 1992), over 250 spaces could be accommodated. In this
case, Phase 2 could potentially increase the local population by 1050 persons (BC Statistics, 2006) and
the number of vehicles by over 525 (BC Statistics, 1996).

» The proposed residential use will require independent on-site services such as sewage, water, and road

SITE CONTEXT

The subject property is owned by Peace Reach Adventures which offers resort and recreational services on the north
shore of Willistont Lake. It is about 40 km (25 miles} drive northwest from the townsite of Hudson’s Hope. The
only residential lots in the area are about 45 lots that were subdivided out of the subject property in 2005.

OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS

1. It is the intention of the applicant to further expansion plans of the resort by developing a golf course to serve
clients of the resort.

2. Asthis land is within the ALR, permission to construct a golf course is required from the Agricultural Land
Commission. Therefore, this application is a requirement.

3. The subject property is outside the Regional District’s planning area so no official community plan or zoning
bylaw covers this geographical area. Therefore, considerations of such regulations and policies are not

applicable.

4. As this is a remote property all goods and materials need to be transported into the area.

5. Topographical maps show that the property slopes southwards towards the lake, from an elevation of 800 m
(2,625 feet) to 700 m (2,296 feet). This is an elevation change of 100 m (328 feet) from the north end of the
property to the south.

6. The golf course is proposed to be located between the private lots and a green space and horse pasture. Clearing
of vegetation along the shore could lead to soil erosion on the golf course.

7. The applicant has submitted a geotechnical assessment report by Monashee Geotechnical Ltd. analyzing the
potential for erosion of the subject property from Williston Lake.

BACKGOUND

At the November 22, 2007 meeting the Regional Board resolved as follows:

RD/07/11/38 (22)
MOVED by Director Houley, SECONDED by Director Hiebert,
that the Regional Board recommend to the Agricultural Land Commission that the Agricultural Land Reserve
applications be considered on the Comprehensive Development Plan principals of phasing rather that the phasing
numbers on the Comprehensive Development Plan map for the following reasons:
a) the new Official Community Plan does not recommend phasing; and
b)  the phasing is now five years old and the numbers on the Comprehensive Development Plan map that
indicate what areas will be development first is out dated with infrastructure development and the new Official
Community Plan where more compact development is the goal.

MOVED by Director Saugstad, SECONDED by Director Kruk,
that resolution RD/07/11/38 (22) be tabled pending a staff report.

INFORMATION
The Fort St John and Area Comprehensive Development Plan (FSJ CDP) was completed and finally approved by
the Regional Board on February 10, 2005.

The plan was developed pursuant to a set of guiding principles that provided general direction for assembly of the
plan. Section 4.0 of the FSJ CDP sets out these guiding principles. (see attached)

As additional detail for the plan, a phasing scheme was proposed, intended to manage the progression of
development in an orderly fashion and to avoid leap-frog development. Section 7.0 of the FSJ CDP sets out the
Phasing Principles of the plan (see attached).

In accord with the Guiding Principles and Phasing Principles the Joint Planning Committee identified
development areas in a ranked progression from 1 to 5, with the idea that phase 1 arcas should be developed first
and phase 5 areas last. Other than with reference to the Phasing Principles there was little detailed criteria for
evaluating when to progress from one phase to the next. Table 1 (as attached) provides a summary of the phasing
for each development area including the general intent and the attached map shows the phasing scheme.

While most all of the elements of the FSJ CDP have been incorporated into the Draft North Peace Fringe Arca
Official Community Plan (NPFA OCP), the phasing scheme has not been included. The advisory committee
working on the draft NPFA OCP considered the phasing suggested by the CDP and felt that the phasing scheme
was an unreasonable constraint on development opportunities particularly in regard to improvements being made
to the Alaska Highway and to the lack of services available, such as sewer and water.

The application of these principles and evaluation criteria to some of the early tand use options allowed us to
narrow the focus down to a limited number of scenarios for discussion with the public.
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7.0 PHASING PRINCIPLES K * 3

At the October 2004 public meetings we obtained input on development and phasing principles. In general,
there was solid support for most of the principles. While all the principles were seen as valid, we were able to
rank the principles from highest to lowest, as set out below:

Rank Principle
1 B. Develop close to existing areas of similar types of development before expanding
(highest) | into newer areas (e.g. new industrial next to existing industrial)

2 A. Develop close to existing roads, water, sewer, power and other utilities, and
gradually build cutward

3 F. For uses that require good highway or rail access, develop closer to the highway
or rail corridor first, then grow away from the corridor

4 F. Allow uses that do not require community sewer system and community water
system services 1o develop in areas that do not have those services

5 D. Promote more compact forms of development to avoid urban sprawl

6 C. Establish phasing patterns that work to reduce travel times and distances for

{lowest) residents/employees

The participants gave the highest level of importance to Principle B which indicates we should develop close
to existing areas of similar types of development before expanding into newer areas.

Principle A was also given a high level of importance. This principle means we should develop close to
existing roads, water, sewer, power and other utilities, and gradually build outward.

Principle F: ‘For uses that require good highway or rail access, develop closer to the highway or rail corridor
first, then grow away from the corridor’ was rated with a high level of importance. This makes sense as it is
retated to principle A in terms of developing close £0 existing services.

It is interesting to note that principles C and D, which relate to establishing more compact forms of
development, and reducing travel times for employees and residents, were not given as high a rating as
principles A and B which would also result in more compact development. Perhaps people thought that "more
compact forms of development” meant muiti family, or much smaller Iots. Perhaps they thought this would
result in jamming more people into less space, rather than avoiding leapfrog development and inefficient,

scattered forms of development.
JAN 2 4 2008
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Principle E received a somewhat high level of importance. This indicates that respondents would be willing to
allow uses that do not require community sewer systems and community water systems to develop in areas
that do not have those services. This may indicate that areas such as Area #1 and Area #2, which do not
have those services, could be developed for the uses we have proposed in keeping with the principles we

have noted.

In general, the response indicated that we could use these principles in preparing our phasing. We should
pay particularly close attention to phasing development in @ way that allows areas close to existing roads,
water, sewer and other services to develop first. We can, however, also consider other locations for uses that
do not require community sewer or water services,

These general phasing principles were used in setting out the phasing for each area as shown on the map
and as described in the sections on each area.

Prior to the designated time of closing that was scheduled for 10:00am on Tuesday,
December 4, 2007, we received three {3) valid Tenders for review. In addition to this, two
other Tenders were received after the scheduled time and were sealed without the

opportunity for us to review them.

Upon our assessment of the three valid Tenders , we were in need of more information from
one of the Bidders in order to make a reasonable comparison with the other quotations.
We asked for and received this additional information for our use.

For your information, we have attached the Bid Comparison Sheet. All of the Tenders
provided indicated that they would be willing to act as a General Contractor for the Project

work.

In summary, the three bids were as follows (all prices exclude GST):

Component 1 - Steel Building Arena Portion Only

* Way-Loe provided an overall estimate of the entire project. As they were the highest
Bid, we felt that it was not necessary to pursue any information to clarify this Bid.

Based upon our estimated costs to build the Arena complex back in 2004 for approximately
$3M, and recognizing the fact that the construction costs continue to escalate at the rate
of approximately 1% per month, we are recommending that the Client accept the lowest
Tender for Component #1 of $481,894.00 as provided by Norsteel Building Systems.

Staff members in our Company have worked on other Norsteel projects that are similar to
that proposed for the Buick Creek Arena. In addition to this, we have also checked with
another contractor/developer client who works with Norsteel on a regular basis. Asaresult
of this, we are confident that they are capable of performing the required work to supply
and erect the steel structure in a timely and efficient manner. Their Head Office is located

in Kelowna, but they have a production plant in Edmonton.

With regards to the framing of the annex portions of the building, our construction
estimates indicate that Norsteel Building Systems’ price of $105,751.00, would be lower
than would be expected to complete this work by alternate methods. Therefore, we would
also recommend that the Tender for the Component #2 {Annex Building) from Norsteel
also be accepted. This also enables us to ensure that all details required to connect the
“main frame” building to the “annex portions” will be dealt with by the same people. As
a result, the potential for errors or omissions is significantly reduced.

Regarding the General Contract component, alt Tenders have indicated a willingness to
provide GC Services. However, it can also be assumed that if they were not given the
contract for the steel portion of the building, they may not Tender on the remainder of the

work.

The total cost for the Steel Building Arena Portion and the Annex Building Portion is
given by Norsteel Building Systems at $587,645.00. (GST Extra}. The Tender Comparison
Sheet indicates the monies that will be required during the various Phases of the

construction work.

SUMMARY

Even though there is a significant difference in the lowest Tender compared to the other
two, we can not find any reason to believe this to be an issue.

We recommend that the lowest Tender for Prices A & B provided by Norsteel Building
Systems be accepted for a toral of $587,645.00 plus GST.

Once this has been approved, we can move forward with the proponent and complete both
the steel building component and remaining architectural, structural, civil, electrical and
mechanical drawings for Tender. We intend to request a separate price for the ice plant
within the contract.

If you consider this recommendation acceptable, we propose to carry on with the
construction documents, using this contractor’s input regarding cost savings to the greatest

extent feasible.

We intend to invite at least two other Tenders to undertake the balance of the work but
feel that some incentive would be appropriate to obtain genuine and valuable input from
this proponent during the design process.

In addition to the normal day-to-day operations in preparing for and conducting
regional district business, the following highlights were achieved or initiated:

Activities Comments

The annual vote for Board Chair and Vice-Chair of both the Hospital
District and the Regional District were conducted at the December 7"
Board meeting.

General
Administration

Strategic Plan — The 2™ PRRD Strategic Planning workshop took place
November 7™ in Fort St. John at the Super 8. The Plan is taking shape
with a vision, a purpose and goal topics established. The next strategic
planning meeting will take place February 15™ in Fort St John.

Administration had registered for intervener status with the BCUC on the
BC Hydro Rate Design Review. This process was completed and a
report has been presented to the Board from the Utilities Committee.

Intervener status was also sought with the NEB on the Alliance BC
Expansion application. This application was ruled on by the NEB in
favour of Alliance and then appealed to Federal Courts by CAPP. Recent
correspondence has reported that the appeal court upheld the NEB
ruling. | believe this process to now be over as | have not been notified of
an appeal of the appeal.

Intervener status was also sought with BCUC in the PNG Gas Rate
hearings. The Utilities Committee has submitted our preference for a
hearing associated with a negotiated settlement process. Director Hiebert
attended the hearing November 28" in Vancouver. A BCUC decision on
PNG rate hearing for Tumbler Ridge, Dawson Creek and Fort St. John is
anticipated in the near future.

BC Electoral Boundaries Commission, Provincial Electoral Boundaries
review - The August draft electoral boundaries review was placed on hold
in September following an announcement by the Premier to guarantee
rural representation in the Electoral Boundaries Commission Act. Those
changes were never passed into law. The Review Commission is
proceeding with its review. Correspondence, submissions and
presentations have been prepared for January 2008 public hearings.

Meetings have been coordinated with BC Mydro to discuss Site 'C’ pre-
consultation for January.
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Finance

Administration researched and reported the financial impact on a Fort St.
John boundary expansion proposal and one Dawson Creek boundary
extension request.

Finance has initiated an elected official remuneration review process.
The Board appointed Committee has met to discuss current and
alternative remuneration options. Recommendations from the Committee
will be reported to the Board in February.

Finance has worked with the Ministry of Transportation to account for the
Gas Tax grant funds used to improve rural road signage and to install
rural intersection lighting.

Human
Resources

Exempt Staff Salary Review — The Consultant, Dugal Smith presented
his final report to the Personnel Committee and the Board November 21%
and 22™ The report made recommendations on revised exempt staff job
descriptions, exempt staff operational policies, exempt staff performance
evaluation process and forms, CAO performance review process and
forms and exempt staff compensation evaluation. Staff has implemented
the new Exempt Staff policies and salary adjustments. Vacation banks
and over time banks have been eliminated as per Board direction.

Postings - PRRD has posted the foliowing positions: GIS Technologist
and Building Inspector. The new Building Inspector is Gordon Johnsen,
The GIS Technologist posting has not attracted a qualified candidate yet.
We continue the search.

Two new positions were approved by the Board in November, a
Community Services Coordinator and a Corporate Services Coordinator.
These positions have been forwarded to the CUPE local for approval and
acceptance into the Collective Agreement. Postings will come out in
January.

Solid Waste Management Plan — Round three meetings have taken
place in the review process. A first draft for public consultation will be
ready in the spring.

Staff are corresponding with Lyle Larsen, Flood Hazard Technician,
seeking financial support to address the Sukunka River and Rolla Dike
issues.

Jensen Sub Lights — Staff received a request to establish a Service Area
for street lights in the Jensen sub. A petition to create a Service Area was
drafted and circulated to all land owners of the proposed Service Area.

The Service Area
cannot be established to provide ongoing operating cost associated with
the street light operations.

NP OCP — Public comments from the proposed NP - OCP have been
review by the NP OCP Advisory Committee and the Ag Advisory
Committee.
