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Project Porchlight BC  
Ms. Jane Baker, Regional Coordinator of Project 
Porchlight was in attendance to explain how the 
project works.  The project is a campaign of ‘One 
Change’, an energy-efficiency campaign with a 
mandate to make energy conservation accessible, 
relevant and personal by engaging citizens, 
community groups and municipalities to promote 
simple yet effective changes that have a global 
impact.  Ms. Baker will be distributing energy-
efficient light bulbs throughout the region. 

The Project Porchlight campaigns in both Alberta 
and Ontario have been successfully completed 
where service clubs, churches and even garbage 
dumps assisted by distributing the bulbs.   

The campaign in northeastern BC is sponsored by 
EnCana Corporation and BC Hydro and will run 
from August to December this year.  The City of 
Dawson Creek partnered with Project Porchlight 
by setting up an office in City Hall that is to open 
this month. 

The project has a goal of distributing one energy 
efficient light bulb to each home in northeastern 
British Columbia.  The light bulbs use seventy-five 
percent less energy than a regular bulb.  The bulbs 
are also completely recyclable as when the bulb 
breaks, the mercury dissipates.  They are thirteen 
watts, equivalent to a regular sixty-watt bulb and is 
expected to last up to seven years. 

Ms. Baker gave a light bulb to each of the 
Directors and advised that, although the project is 
called Project Porchlight, it is recommended that 
the bulbs be used indoors, especially since the cold 
weather affects the time it takes for the bulb to 
light up and the strength of the light it produces.
