Who does what during
an Emergency?

Local Governments -

First Responders -

Local fire, police, paramedic,
and search and rescue teams
are normally the first to
respond to an emergency.
They are responsible for
managing most local
emergencies as part of the
local government emergency
plan.

Columbia regional districts
and municipalities are
required to plan and
respond to emergencies in
their area. In the Peace
River Regional District
each of the municipalities
are responsible for their
own emergency planning,
while the Peace River
Regional District conducts
emergency planning for
the unincorporated rural
areas (Area B, C, D and E).

Provincial Government -
The Province of BC
provides support to local
governments in the event
of an emergency and may

assist with the emergency
response.
