
 
 
 
Local Authority (Regional District) 
 

 Peace River Regional District has a formal Emergency Management Plan, which outlines 
the measures and sources of assistance that can be obtained to support emergency 
response efforts within their jurisdiction.  Upon request from the Oil and Gas 
Commission (OGC), the Regional District may address emergency response capabilities, 
expectations and preparedness. If required, the Regional District may activate their 
emergency plan in order to achieve any of the following: 
 Dispatch representative(s) to the OGC’s Emergency Operations Centre (EOC), if 

established 
 Ensure notification of endangered area residents. 
 Coordinate ESS (Emergency Social Services). 
 If necessary, declare a State of Local Emergency and issue an evacuation Order and 

Rescind 
 Assist in a public information service (joint, OGC, Industry, local government) 
 Provide building re-entry procedures. 
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
